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The article examines the asymmetry of relations between large and small
states. Asymmetric relations are key to understanding international relations,
since the armed aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine actualised
and brought asymmetry to the forefront of global politics due to the difference in
material capabilities of two countries. It is found out that large and small states,
which are actually at diametrically opposite poles of the international relations
hierarchy and differ significantly in their characteristics, form relations through
the prism of asymmetry. Actually, small states are one of the weakest links in
the chain of asymmetric relations. An objective of the article is a conceptual
understanding of the essence of asymmetry between large and small states,
determination of its features and consequences for both sides. A methodological
basis of scientific research grounds on traditional methods characteristic of the
studying international relations and world politics. The method of historical
analogies makes it to bring theoretical conclusions closer to objective reality,
and achieve a deeper understanding of the essence of asymmetric relations.
In addition, within the framework of the article, a systematic approach is
used, which makes it possible to study definite characteristics and levels of
asymmetry in international relations. The method of analysis and synthesis is
also used in researching the essence of asymmetry between large and small
states. The scientific novelty of the study consists in considering the relations
between large and small states through the prism of asymmetry. It is emphasised
that in situations where the scales of power are different, there is an “asymmetry
of attention” between large and small countries due to differences in power
potential and influence. It is important to note that within the framework
of hierarchical relations, asymmetry as an inequality of power and status is
considered a normal phenomenon that serves as a basis for dominant legitimacy.
