CHILDREN AS VICTIMS OF ARMED CONFLICT AT THE TURN
OF XX AND XXI CENTURIES. THE PROBLEM OUTLINE

In civilised countries in the world, the greatest value of every family is children.
It is the parents and families who take care of their upbringing, education and, if necessary,
their adult lives, according to their needs, provide the necessary help.

The fact that there are countries in the XXIst century which tolerate children
soldiers and, in extreme cases, suicide children, should be met with the protest of everyone
whose primary good is their successors.

The fact that ten-year-olds or even teenagers are being used in armed combat
should never happen, above all for moral, cultural and demographic reasons.

Key words: children, soldiers, suicides, wars, family, parents, victims.

The research justification grounds. For the purpose of this work, we have
assumed that armed conflicts are all manifestations of fighting, including unspoken ones,
in which the participants are parties who are not subjects of international law. The above
term in the literature is used interchangeably with the term “conflict actions”.

It should be noted, however, that none of the treaties currently in force defines
what should be understood by the term “armed conflict”. International humanitarian law
contains some guidelines to explain this concept. The Committee of the International Red
Cross considers that this term should be understood not as a legal term but rather as
a “de facto situation” and should be applied to the realities where armed events occur
alternately with ceasefire periods’.

It is also said that “acts of war” is understood as acts of war aimed at attacking
enemy forces, including personnel and equipment. This includes the period of preparation
for possible battles and the return to bases after they have been completed?.

As far as wars are concerned, according to the Stockholm International Peace
Research Institute, “war is a greater armed conflict in which military troops under two

or more governments and at least one military organisation are fighting for a long time™”.

The aim of the article. The concept of “children”, on which no official document
has developed a commonly accepted definition, also needs to be clarified. However,
itis believed that this group includes persons under the age of 15, although some
documents refer to children for persons under the age of 18°.

The main research material. In view of the fact that contemporary conflicts are
more frequent and claimed by far more victims than wars, we decided to discuss this very
problem, highlighting children as the main victims of these actions. We are thinking here
of both the deaths and the disability suffered as a result of fighting, as well as of biological
and social orphanhood. This interest in the subject is justified by the fact that, as a scientist,
I have a duty to make known to me data to warn those in power against harming the most
vulnerable groups of society in each country — children, who are often used in a ruthless
way even for their active participation as combatants.

Some sources report that there are more than 300,000 child soldiers in the world
today. Some of them can be classified as slaves”.

The Stockholm International Peace Research Institute, mentioned above, states that
until the 1990s as many as 61 UN member states waged wars, and in 1990 alone 31 states
fought. It was also calculated that in the period from 1945 to 1990, only 3 years passed
without wars. Between 1990 and 2000 a further 41 conflicts were recorded, with 19 such
events only in 1997 and 20 more large-scale battles in 2001. It should be stressed,
however, that from the second half of the twentieth century to the turn of the twentieth and
twenty-first centuries, ethnic and internal conflicts increased in strength, while
international fights became a rarity®.

Scientists researching war issues claim that between 1945 and 2005 there were
over 400 armed conflicts in the world, which, due to their motives, were divided into
several categories. These include conflicts based on: national liberation, ideological,
religious, ethnic, border or economic grounds’. Their intensity is evidenced by the number
of people killed. The most dramatic events in the 1950s were, for example, when in 1951
the number of victims was 1 125 200, and a year later there were 1 148 800 people Killed.
Equally tragic was 1971, when 1 293 000 citizens died in various conflicts around the
world. It should also be noted that at the turn of the 20th and 21st century alone, 2 361 100
people were killed. This huge number of deaths, broken down by year, is as follows.

European Union documents provide estimates that in the past decade armed
conflicts have caused the deaths of more than two million children and six million have
been physically injured. In addition, around twenty million children have been displaced or
have had to flee in search of shelter, and around one million are orphans. Others are being
held hostage, abducted or sold®.

This is despite the fact that the Convention on the Rights of the Child adopted by
the United Nations General Assembly has been in operation since 19809.
The comprehensive document contains, inter alia, Article 6, which states that: 1. States
Parties recognise that every child has the right to life. 2. States Parties shall ensure as far as
possible the living conditions and development of children®.

However, since the turn of the century, there has been a widespread belief that
wars have changed radically and that between 80 % and 90 % of civilians, including, of
course, children, are victims of wars. This view was reflected in the European Security
Strategy for the European Union, adopted by the European Council in Brussels
in December 2003

From the point of view of this text, the provisions of Article 38 of
the aforementioned Convention are important, two of which seem to be essential:
“2. States Parties shall take all possible steps (...) to ensure that persons [under fifteen years
of age] are not directly involved in armed activities. 3 States Parties shall refrain from
recruiting to their armed forces [persons under the age of fifteen] years [and shall recruit

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from among persons aged [at least fifteen] but not yet eighteen years old, States Parties
[193 States Parties] shall endeavour to give priority to taking into account older persons’.

At its third session in 1993, the Committee on the Rights of the Child drew
the attention of the UN General Assembly to the need for research aimed at developing
ways and means to raise standards of protection of children from the harmful effects
of armed conflict. There was even presented a report prepared by Graca Machel,
who referred to horrifying statistics, stating that millions of children are victims
of murders, rapes, mutilations, and hundreds of thousands of others have fallen victim to
the fate of child soldiers. The author of the report, quoting cruel statistical data proving the
absolute violation of children's rights on a huge scale, draws a painful conclusion from
them, claiming that ‘the world is sinking deeper and deeper into a huge moral vacuum cast
out of man's fundamental values, in which millions of children are exposed to inhumane
acts of violence'.

It should also be noted that, in addition to the above Convention, in 2002.
The United Nations has adopted the Second Optional Protocol to the Convention on the
Rights of the Child on the involvement of children in armed conflict.

In addition, the UN Security Council adopted two resolutions: the first in 2004
under the number 1539 on children and armed conflict and repeated it in 2005 (Resolution
1612). The African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child, adopted as long ago as
1990, is also a regional instrument. On the same subject, a number of countries have also
adopted a number of relevant legal acts. From this point of view, it appears that formally
children are adequately protected by global and internal law, all the more so as there are
mechanisms to monitor and enforce compliance with international obligations to protect
children in armed conflicts. These include, but are not limited to: The Committee on the
Rights of the Child, the General Assembly and the UN Security Council, the Special
Representative of the UN Secretary-General on Children and Armed Conflict, the United
Nations High Commissioner for Refugees, the International Committee of the Red Cross,
the African Committee of Experts on the Rights and Welfare of the Child and international
non-governmental organisations'®. There are also institutions for enforcing compliance
with obligations to protect children in armed conflicts. This is primarily the International
Criminal Court.

The phenomenon of child abuse in armed conflicts occurs most frequently
in Africa. An example of this is the more than ten-year civil war in Sierra Leone, which
lasted from 1991 to 2001, in which about 10,000 children fought, which accounted for as

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much as 25 % of the total number of all soldiers involved in the conflict'*. In Burma, some
70 000 minors were officially conscripted into the army. A similar number are fighting in
Somalia and around 40 000 in the Democratic Republic of Congo™.

The armed conflict in the last of these countries, which has been going on since
1996, has so far resulted in the deaths of some 5.4 million people, forcing another million
to flee their homes™.

The Sudan People's Liberation Army committed itself to demobilising children
from its ranks by July 2005. To this end, a National Council for Disarmament,
Demobilisation and Reintegration (DDR) and DDR Commissions for the North and South
were established at the end of 2006. The success of the programme was demobilization —
between January 2001 and April 2006 about 20,000 children from the Sudanese People's
Liberation Army (SPLA), who returned to their families"’.

In the on-going war in Liberia (1989-1995), out of 60,000 soldiers taking part
in armed fighting, about 17,500 (i.e. almost 29 %) were children®.

For 20 years in northern Uganda, fighting has been taking place, hidden from the
public and, above all, concealed from the media. Despite the efforts made by the parties
to the conflicts, it is known that at least 20,000 children died in this region of Africa as
a result of the so-called Lord's Resistance Army actions™.

In Bosnia and Herzegovina, in less than two years of war, about 60 % of Sarajevo
children up to the age of ten survived the artillery shelling of their homes or found
themselves under fire — such information is contained in a report prepared by UNICEF.
The authors also reported that 37 % of children lost a relative in Sarajevo and 32% helped
to carry the dead or injured, 58 % refused to live, 70 % were persecuted by night-time
cruel predictions and 91 % suffered from gastric neurosis, for example®.

Magdalena Adamczuk reports that during the Iran-lrag war of the 1980s,
many thousands of Iranian boys attacked Iraqi shooting positions, believing that they were
doing so in the name of Allah and Khomeini®* .

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It should be noted that even 10-year-old children, who were often taken away from
their parents, were on the one hand shocked by what they experienced, but at the same
time charmed by what they heard about Hussein and were ready, and even wanted
to become his followers. Moreover, the training ground exercises, which lasted for many
hours a day, caused the unaware and in a way demented children-recruits — to learn how
to use rifles and grenades. After such training, many of them were sent to the front,
supplying them with so-called “keys to paradise” with an inscription: “I have a special
permission for imam Khomeini to ascend to heaven”. For each child on the front, parents
received 6,000 tomanas — the equivalent of the then monthly salary of an Iranian worker. If
the child died, the family received a martyr's ID, which gave them privileges when buying
food and clothing, and also meant social advancement®.,

In Burma, parents voluntarily train their children for the rebellious Karen army,
asthe partisans provide clothes and two meals a day. In 1990, there were about
900 soldiers under the age of 15 in Karen's army. In other African countries, the youngest
citizens of the world are also dying as a result of tribal wars. For example, it is estimated
that 330 000 children were killed in Angola between 1980 and 1988 and 490 000 young
people died in Mozambique®,

In August 2000, before the outbreak of the fighting, The New York Times reported
on the existence of Palestinian summer camps, where 27 000 children were taught guerrilla
tactics, how to use firearms and how to learn about the secrets of kidnappings, etc.
In October 2000. UNICEF called on Palestine to take strong measures to discourage
people under the age of 18 from taking part in any violent action that poses too great a risk
to them®.

Meanwhile, many foreign publications confirm that the emphasis on dedication
intifada is often born at home. Many Palestinian parents see the role of young people in the
uprising as useful and even honourable. For example, the father of a 13-year-old was
supposed to say, 'l pray that God will choose him to be a martyr. One of the mothers, after
the tragic death of her son, spoke to a journalist at The Times in London: “I am glad that
[the son] was martyred [at the age of 13]. | will dedicate all my sons and daughters
(12 children in total) to Al-Agsa and Jerusalem. Another reason why Palestinian parents
allow and even encourage children to engage in combat is the financial incentive offered to

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martyr families. Palestine paid $2000 for the killed child and $300 for each injured
child”?.

In addition, the Arab Liberation Front, a Palestinian group loyal to the then Iraqgi
President Saddam Hussein, paid the injured and the families of the deceased $500 each for
the wounds they suffered; $1000 for disability; $10,000 to families, as martyrs' children
were described; and $25,000 to each family for a suicide martyr.?®

Saudi Arabia played an important role in recruiting the youngest children and
announced that it had promised $250 million as the first contribution to a $1 billion fund
to support Palestinian martyr families.

According to information provided by the Minister of the Interior of Pakistan,
terrorists are buying children in regions of poverty and families with many children live
in extreme poverty. The recruits paid between $500 and $25,000 for the child, who is
likely to be forced to commit a suicide bombing. The Taliban valued the lives of children
between $7,000 and $14,000, and the difference in the proposed rates resulted from the
tasks that the purchased child was supposed to perform?’.

A statement made by a senior officer of such a group in Chad in 2007 testifies
to the willingness to recruit children to local armed forces. "Child soldiers are ideal
because they don't complain, don't expect payment, and if you tell them to kill, they'll
kill*®.

In Nigeria, eight girls between the ages of 12 and 15 were kidnapped in early
May 2014. Most likely, the Boko Haram group was behind their abduction. The incident
took place in Warabe, a bastion of the Islamist Boko Haram militia. Since April 2014,
the group has kidnapped more than 200 schoolgirls. According to the police, they were
transported along with the stolen cattle and food. This organisation seeks to establish a
Muslim religious state in the northern part of Nigeria with sharia law. The detained girls
were used as porters. At the same time, they had to prepare meals...”.

Interesting data on military preparation of children and youth, and especially girls,
is provided by a publication on the website tolercja.pl, which, referring to Bratni Zew
publishing house, wrote that according to Save the Children's report at the turn of the 20th
and 21st century in the world, 120 thousand girls were involved in armed conflicts. From

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1990 to 2003, girls took an active part in so-called government armed groups, militias and
paramilitary units in 55 countries, 38 of which were active in tribal battles.

The situation of children in Syria, in which the fighting has been going on since
March 2011, deserves a special discussion. It is estimated that as many as 7.5 million
of the country's youngest citizens entered the adult world knowing only war and its
consequences. As in other countries where armed conflicts took place and Syria, education
has also been degraded. It is reported that around 2 million children are not attending
school and 25 % of the institutions have been partially or even completely destroyed.
Estimates show that during the fighting as many as 60 % of children were forced to work
for armed groups or serve in their troops. This type of situation does not exclude a very
dangerous threat for the future — susceptibility to radicalisation and Islamic indoctrination
in their adult life®.

The situation in Syria is unfavourable inasmuch as more than 250,000 citizens of
that country died as a result of the fighting, and 12 million were forced to migrate
externally and internally®'. Another source states that the fighting claimed 320,000 lives,
including 17,400 children and 11,000 women®.

An important effect of armed conflicts is also the degradation of education.
According to UNESCO 28 million, children did not go to school. They were mainly
citizens of poor countries, where conflicts of various kinds lasted. It should be stressed that
none of the combatants was interested in educating children and the functioning of schools.
For example, in Afghanistan in 2009 there were about 613 attacks on educational
institutions, while in 2008 there were 347 such actions. In addition, rape and sexual
violence have been and continue to be one of the methods of humiliation, and fear
of physical violence prevents children, and especially girls, from attending school.
UNESCO also points out that humanitarian aid “bypasses the children” of these countries
and that only “less than 2% of humanitarian aid”, i.e. around USD 149 million,
is allocated to education, 'which makes it possible to meet only a small proportion of
requests for aid' in this area. At the same time, UNESCO postulates, among other things,
the establishment of the International Commission on Rape and Sexual Violence and the
reform of the humanitarian aid system®.

Zdzistaw Polcikiewicz rightly pointed out that wars have a negative and even
ruinous impact on young generations. As | have already mentioned, it is estimated that
currently around 300 000 children are serving in various armed groups, and in fact
the number of children soldiers may be much higher. One of the reasons for this type
of phenomenon is the lack of alternatives for children and young people for a different life

in some countries. A juvenile warrior (soldier?) used in the field of adult warfare can use
and actually uses the means available to him, not because he is right, but simply because
he has no other choice. In the recruitment of children's candidates for the armed forces,
partisan movements in African, Asian and South American countries specialize
in particular. After ideological and military training [not-contingent order], the children
participate in regular battles, distinguished by commitment, great courage and often
exceptional brutality. Evidence that this was and still is the case of ethnic cleansing and
massacres, in which child soldiers are particularly active. It should be noted that as a result
of the war with young people in uniforms, they are demoralised to such an extent that its
effects are often far-reaching and irreversible®,

Over the last decade, about two million children have been killed in armed
conflict. Three times more seriously injured or permanently disabled, many of whom have
been injured by landmines. Many other children have been forced to observe and even
participate in other horrific acts of violence®.

In addition to the above-mentioned negative effects of children's participation in
armed conflicts or wars, there is the so-called war orphanhood. Norman Davies, among
others, drew attention to this fact. He noted that the knowledge about the child's war
suffering goes beyond the schematic picture of war, which usually focuses on battles,
heroism, crimes, torture, liberation or enslavement. War orphanhood is therefore
a historical-social phenomenon, as well as a psychophysical phenomenon, which was
directly or indirectly triggered by wars, armed conflicts and the accompanying disasters,
such as hunger, disease, homelessness or orphanhood, which in a particular way exposes
the youngest citizens to loss of life, health and the right to develop in accordance with
the laws of nature®.

In my opinion, no hasty conclusions should be drawn from this information.
In many countries of the world, military education for young people is provided as part
of school education, but this has nothing to do with the use of young citizens in current
wars. As voluntary undertakings of this kind, they even deserve a positive assessment,
as they prepare society in the event of a possible need to save people (e.g. sanitary
training), or provide a basis for a possible future profession.

To sum up, it should be said that many countries, especially the so-called Third
World to maintain local or central government, are using children, giving them weapons
to hand, and training in killing and directing them to the front. The millions of victims are
clear proof that, in my opinion, the criminal activity of adults should not take place.
It should also be noted that a young soldier who was taught to kill, and who actually killed,

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Political crisis in modern Ukraine: causes and factors of development

The purpose of the article is to study the conditions of a political crisis, to analyse
the factors of its escalation. For a detailed study of the causes of the political crisis,
key achievements of domestic and foreign researchers in this direction were analysed.
The article defines the main approaches to explaining the causes of the crisis in the state:
economical, elitist and deprivation. The role of deprivation in the development of crisis
political processes is revealed. Factors which contribute to the rapid growth of deprivation
in society: control of the development of objective conditions that generate dissatisfaction
of the population, and information influence. The factors of escalation of political crises
are analysed, such as structural stress factors, socio-cultural, regime, accelerating factors,
factor of elite fragmentation, factors of mobilization of participation and external factors
are distinguished. The role of the human factor in the development of the political crisis is
researched. It is proved that explaining the causes of the political crisis can be understood
by the motivation of people who have decided to break the usual course of political
interactions and resort to atypical forms of political activity. The causes of the emergence
and deployment of the political crisis in modern Ukraine are highlighted. It is concluded
that the causes of the crisis in Ukraine at the state level can be divided into two: those
caused by the hybrid war and those that are systemic and distinguished by their
permanence and long-term sustainability.

Key words: political crisis, causes of occurrence, factors of escalation.

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European vector of Ukraine through the prism of the Polish leading press
(1994-1999)

The article states the foreign policy activities of Ukraine during 1994-1999 to be
aimed at the practical implementation of the strategic foreign policy priority — integration
into the EU in the context of geopolitical realities. The foundations of the European
integration policy of Ukraine began to be laid during this period. It was the time when the
process of forming the juridical basis of Ukraine — EU cooperation began. The legal basis
for relations was the Agreement on Partnership and Cooperation between Ukraine and
the European Union. It was noted that the partnership dialogue between the parties was
further developed in the framework of the annual meetings of the Ukraine-EU summit.

The Polish press paid considerable attention to the establishment of partnership
relations between Ukraine and the EU, giving them a detailed comment. Based on
the analysis of the Polish leading publications, it was found that Ukraine — EU have
gone from initial political declarations and the provision of technical and financial
assistance from the EU to a wide range of cooperation.

For a case study of the process of formation and development of relations between
Ukraine and the EU, based on materials from leading Polish publications, the historical
descriptive method was used. To determine the role of Polish periodicals in covering the
content of the European vector of Ukraine’s foreign policy, such general scientific methods
as systemic, informational, semiotic were used. The system method in combination with
the problem-chronological one allowed to consider the formation and development of
Ukraine’s integration into European structures as an integral dialectical process.

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The European Union and Ukraine: prospects and problems of adaptation

The article analyzes the relations between Ukraine and the EU. Ukraine has long
been seen as an important political partner of the European Union. The EU is striving for
ever closer relations with Ukraine, going beyond mere cooperation, gradual
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economic integration and deepening political cooperation. The main events that link
Ukraine and the European Union are analyzed. The article tells how the Partnership and
Cooperation Agreement has changed the vision of the society about the association,
and reveals the details of the EU Eastern Program. In parallel with the prospects for
EU-Ukraine relations, Ukraine's accession to the EU is analyzed in detail. The author
provides information on the current situation and analyses prospects for future.

Ukraine has framed significant legislative reforms, aimed at combating corruption,
and founded new specialized anti-corruption institutions. Work on the implementation
of anti-corruption technologies is still in a process. Some of the new Ukrainian agencies
are already actively involved in the fight against corruption. The development of Western
European regional integration continues, requiring analysis and synthesis of new
phenomena. Even a thorough analysis of the political dimension of this process, an attempt
been made in the study, can not give exhaustive answer to many urgent issues. Since
discussions about the ultimate goals of integration, in particular forms of its
implementation, the breadth of geopolitical coverage are not yet complete.

Trust of citizens to right-wing politics in countries of Europe: integration
aspect

The role and influence increase of the right forces in Europe, their exit outside
marginal support of electors forms the actual aim of the basic tendencies research of the
citizens’ trust level increase to such political parties in the European Union countries in
relation to their influence on integration politics in a region. This analysis consistency was
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achieved by using the historical method for sources research, preconditions and general
lines of the right forces of interwar period and their modern development. A comparative
method allowed to define identical elements in understanding the concepts of “right-wing”
and “right-wing populism”, as well as assisted to disclosure distinctions between the right
and left political parties of Europe.

An accomplished analysis proved that during the last two decades, the right-wing
got the considerable credit of trust of the key electorate who became a middle class on the
whole, formed general slogans in relation to the denial of politics of European Union in
direction of limitation of migration, fight against terrorism, distribution of quotas on
the reception of refugees, interference with the internal affairs of the state that levels
maintenance of originality of ethnoss and nations. Populism, euroscepticism and increase of
representative office in European parliament, puts under a threat maintenance of integration
politics that was predictable and clear for all participants of association and direct countries-
partners. Ukraine in this case must work on making of new strategy of co-operating with
Europe, taking into account new tendencies.

Polish-Ukrainian relationships of 1930-1940th years in the view
of Yulian Tarnovich

The purpose of the study is to reconstruct the Polish-Ukrainian discourse
of editorial and journalistic works of Yulian Tarnovich. The methodology of the study is to
combine general scientific (abstracting, analysis and synthesis, induction, deduction,
classification, typology, generalization), interdisciplinary (comparative, critical,
systematic, structural and system approach), and specially historical (comparative-
historical, problem-chronological, periodization, retrospective) methods. In the course
of the study, it was discovered that Y. Tarnovich paid particular attention to the most
problematic period of the Polish-Ukrainian relations — 1920-1940s, marked by attempts to
denationalize the Lemkos in the Second Commonwealth, an international confrontation
during the period of the German-Soviet War, by forceful deportation of the Lemkos from
their native land in 1945-1947. It is stated that the publicist covered this complex subject
not from a narrow national position, but from the standpoint of universal values.
By providing numerous examples Y. Tarnovich showed that when the stronger ignores
ordinary human rights, he becomes weaker in the long run, he destroys himself, because
barbarism in relation to the neighbor generates the energy of self-destruction.
The conclusions about the saturation of Y. Tarnovych's creative heritage with problems of
Polish-Ukrainian relations have been made. It has been concluded that the analysis showed
the fruitfulness of the further appeal to the international discourse of the creative heritage
of the outstanding Lemko figure that should become a key component of his intellectual
biography.

Rome and Bosporan Kingdom: military contacts inconnection with
the interrelations between two states in I-1Ind century A. D.

The Bosporan Kingdom started its accession into the Roman Empire’s sphere of
influence before the beginning of the 1% century AD, namely after the end of war of
Mithridates VI of Pontus with Pompeius in 63 BC. Bosporan Kingdom turned dependent
on the Roman Republic and since that time became an important “friendly kingdom” in the
north-eastern part of the antique world.

The Roman expansion in this region narrowed not to the direct conquest of the
northern Black Sea region but to subordination of the foreign policy of city-states and
armed forces of antique civilization centers in this region. This also relates to Bosporus for
which Roman military commanders and emperors applied different methods, due to certain
historical conditions, such as sea blockade, military incursion, throne occupation,
transformation to allied country similarly to the near border eastern kingdoms
of Hellenistic East. The Bosporan Kingdom was not independent in its foreign policy, in
spite of its own independent administrative and legal administration, taxation, partially
independent military and political spheres. It was conditioned by the weakness of its
citizens in the process of conflicts with Rome to a lesser extent and more by their necessity
to have a powerful ally in confrontation with the barbarian world — Barbaricum.
The importance of the Bosporan Kingdom for Rome is proved with it being a factor of
support for military and political stability in Black Sea region.

The conclusion is drawn that interrelations between Rome and the Bosporan
Kingdom in 12" century AD in military aspect were beneficial for both sides:
the empire secured its north-eastern borders from the Sarmatians raids, the Bosporan rulers
received a guarantee of saving the country from the invasion of the surrounding barbarian
world.

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The Russian Federation aggression against Ukraine in the context
of the Russian geostrategy in the post-Soviet space

In the conditions of the Russian Federation aggression against Ukraine,
the peculiarities of Russian geostrategy in the post-Soviet space appear to be a topical
issue. The purpose of the study is to determine the geopolitical influence of Russia and its
implementation of geo-strategic interests in the post-Soviet space, and to investigate
the negative influence of Russian foreign policy and its geostrategy as a whole on the
architecture of the European security and the modern world order. Applying systematic,
analytical and comparative methods, the author makes a disappointing conclusion that,
in its present form and with the current leadership, Russia is not capable of constructive
action in the international environment, and on the contrary — destabilizes the modern
system of international relations. As a result of the study, the author identifies current
Russia as a threat to international peace and security, a neo-imperialist aggressive force,
aterrorist state that is planning a destructive transformation of the modern system
of international relations. The findings revealed a number of characteristic features
of the Russian Federation's recent intersection of frozen conflicts in the post-Soviet space
in the context of the implementation of its geostrategic tasks of global scale. Among them:
the insidious, aggressive, reflexive nature of most foreign-policy activities and actions,
obscene attempts to position itself as one of the “poles” of the post-bipolar world, false
propaganda designed to disguise as concrete aggressions, and the general direction of geo-
strategy on the revision of the international order, is obvious blackmail and intimidation
of the world community by the destructiveness of further foreign policy actions.
At the same time, the author comes to the conclusion that the causes of the aggressive
foreign policy of Russia in the post-bipolar period are laid down in the nature of Putinism
as the quintessence of traditional Russian expansionism, imperial chauvinism, and criminal
contempt for the norms of international law. The author's discovery is the outline of a new
stage in the escalation of the RF hybrid aggression against Ukraine.

The purpose of the paper is to consider and analyse the concept of “tolerance”,
its limits of application are established. In today's world, the problem is aggravated in the
context of social conflicts, social tension in the international community, and the
diplomatic platform in various types of societies. The problem of tolerance covers all
spheres of social life of any state: social, political, religious, and personal. The concept
of tolerance is an antithesis of antipathy, hatred, and hostile attitude. The article reveals
the typology of tolerance in all social spheres of its existence. Along with the notion
of “tolerance” in society there is also the concept of “intolerance”. Intolerance has often
a hidden position, an implicit one. In particular, tolerance is studied as a universal
condition of man existence and the interconnection of people in the space of intercultural
relations.

The methodological approaches to resolving conflicts by diplomatic methods and
sociological-analytical analysis of tolerant practices are revealed.

There is no need for Ukraine to resort to tolerance level reduction as this can lead
to anegative impact on the international image as a European legal democratic state.
It may cause a potential threat to the peaceful coexistence of national and ethnic minorities,
as well as to civil society formation and the Ukrainian political nation development.

Economical effect of Brexit: who will have a stronger negotiating position?
Tthe article looks into the peculiarities of economical effect of the Brexit for
the EU countries and Great Britain. The main data as for the trade of goods and services
and also an investment climate between two sides proves the essential costs have been
caused by the Brexit. The trade between the EU and the United Kingdom is great and
according to its size is equal the transatlantic trade (between the EU and the USA). The
essence and form of the future trade agreement is still been discussed. But all this problem
researchers agree that the main violation of trade ties and agreements will result in
economical losses from both sides. Nevertheless, the EU will have only disproportionately
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small part of general loss and not only because its economical position is five times bigger
then Great Britain, but also from the view of the fundamental reasons with the market
increase potential of the own enterprises being the dominant one. Other reseaches
of different free trade agreements confirm the general assumption about the smaller side
been able to get more from the trade barriers elimination and lose more because of their
creation. It means that the EU will have stronger positions during negotiations.

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The concept and characteristics of the state as a subject of public
international law

States are the main actors of international law and key actors in international
affairs. States define the main vectors of the international law development and have an
influence (direct and indirect) on all trends in international life. Currently there is no
universal, generally accepted definition of state in positive international law. The purpose
of the article is to analyze the approaches to the definition of the state as a subject of
international public law and to outline the definition of the state in accordance with
applicable international law and international legal practice.

The article analyzes the main characteristics of the state and the criteria (elements)
of the state as a subject of public international law in accordance with applicable
international law, international legal practice and modern international legal doctrine.

It is concluded that the state is a subject of public international law, which
its a political and legal territorial entity that meets the following criteria: has a permanent
population, a defined territory, government, capacity to enter into international relations.
Given the presence of these four criteria (elements) of the state, the state's sovereignty
is presumed.

It is also concluded that a state as a subject of public international law has
the ability to create norms of international law; to acquire rights and obligations under such
norms, to implement the specified norms; has the ability to participate in international
public-legal relations; has the ability to bear international legal responsibility. The subject
of international law is the state as a whole, and not its separate administrative-territorial
units, state bodies or officials.

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Cannon law: character of relationship with state and international law

The article aims to find out what place canon law occupies as a branch of law in
interaction with other branches of law — church, international and state ones. It was noted
that studies of the legal nature of canonical and ecclesiastical law in Ukrainian science
were almost non-existent. And the urgency of this topic is due primarily to the formation
of new relations in the church-religious sphere, which will also affect the development
of international relations both on an intergovernmental and inter-confessional level.

The author applied the logical, historical-comparative and system-structural
methods. Due to this, it was possible to find out the historical and theoretical foundations
of the formation and existence of legal norms in the conditions of interaction and influence
of religious-religious, international and state factors. It is argued that canon law
is a separate law and order, which correlates with international law. At the same time,
not being a part of this law, it can interact with it. That is why it cannot be argued that
canon law is a subjection of international law. Equally contentious is the statement
regarding the possible development of canon law. In fact, canon law is the most archaic,
persistent and dogmatic in relation to any other field of law.

It was analysed a large number of scientific studies of different directions and
schools, which led to the conclusion that there is no single understanding of the essence
of canon law.

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GENTRIFICATION AS A PHENOMENON OF A MODERN WORLD

Objective. To review the phenomenon of gentrification, as a term emerged in
western studies in 1964 years, which means the reconstruction of decayed urban
neighborhoods with the help of an influx of more affluent residents. To study the causes
and social and economic consequences of gentrification and its signs and stages
of development. To analyze approaches that emphasize the class nature of this
phenomenon.

Methodology. The article uses the theoretical method of secondary data analysis
and the method of reflection. This research was supported by a literature review and
comparative analysis of gentrification in some cities of the world, in particular in Western
Europe and in the post-Soviet space.

Conclusions. As a result of gentrification, there is an increase in the average level
of incomes of the population of the district due to the replacement of low-income residents
by more affluent ones.

Significance. The importance of this article is that the author traces
the manifestations (features, characteristics) of this phenomenon in countries where it has
arisen recently and gives its analysis and comparison with classical gentrification
in Western countries.

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Introduction. Gentrification has become a highly controversial topic in areas where
the process has occurred. Whilst politicians, real estate companies and the middle class
believe that the process is a method of opposing urban destruction and attracting taxpayers
we witness the urban decline experience, greater costs of living, the breakdown of their
social networks and the ultimate risk of being evicted and displaced. Therefore, the urgent
topic is whether gentrification should be supported, or whether it should be controlled,
constricted and prevented.

The aim of the article is to:

— understand challenges and common trends and make analysis of the concept;

— investigate its types, characteristics and existing works of sociologists,
geographers, and urbanists;

— identify stages and signs of the proses;

— develop comparative analysis of the phenomenon in European, American and
post-Soviet urban space.

Presentation of the material. The term “gentrification”, loaded with social class
meaning, was introduced into English in 1964 by the English sociologist Ruth Glass
(1964, p. 9). She wrote about how gradually the working class is being forced out
(of the middle class) in London by the middle class. The dilapidated barracks, more like
stables, blown by drafts and devoid of basic amenities, were rebuilt into two-level
apartments (two rooms upstairs, two downstairs), which look not just sturdy, but luxurious.
This is how the process of gentrification started, embracing many developed countries
today: the middle class moved to the former factory districts located not far from
the center, rebuilding the dilapidated housing stock, raising the rent that workers who were
moving to the so-called social housing, were no longer able to pay.

Another definition was given by N. Smith who defined this proses as: «process by
which poor and working-class neighborhoods in the inner city are refurbished by an influx
of private capital and middle-class homebuyers and renters... a dramatic yet unpredicted
reversal of what most XXth-century urban theories had been predicting as the fate of the
central and “inner-city” (Smith, 1996).

However, later he claimed that gentrification had expanded again to become a new
form of neo-liberal urban politics. In cases where the original definition focused on “sweat
softening”, with a middle-class homeowner, rebuilding their home.

More modern explanation belongs to German urban sociologists Matias Bernt and
Andrei Holm. They noted that if you move away from market and social relations,
you could say that the growth cycles of cities and the development of their districts are
a metaphor for life. Inevitably, something appears and grows, dies and begins anew. Poor
artists have always been looking for cheap housing in disadvantaged areas, followed by
the gallery owners and bohemians, after some time the bourgeois and elite, supplanting
the less affluent residents (Bernt, Holm, 2009, pp. 312-332).
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Writing about gentrification in London, economist Chris Hamnet is convinced that
ousting former residents as an independent problem can be neglected, since the size of the
working class is in any case declining (Hamnett, 2003, pp. 2401-2426).

It replaces, and does not force out the middle class. Other authors, especially those
who write by order of city administrations, prefer to talk not about gentrification,
but “urban regeneration”, “city renaissance”, “sustainable urban development”. These
expressions and concepts are convenient because they derive the corresponding economic
processes from under social criticism. Meanwhile, it is the class nature of gentrifications
that is significant for critical urbanists, who understand that a change in the class
configuration of a particular residential quarter was not associated with crowding out those
who lived here before.

How to recognize that the process of gentrification has been started. As for the signs
of gentrification, as German urbanist M. Bernt writes: “Usually the story is the following:
artists and hipsters find a place in a neglected area — dead, but attractive. Then, with
the help of art, they transform it — and after that, better-off people appear.
Now gentrification is very diverse. In cities such as New York or London, the process can
go without the participation of hipsters. Sometimes gentrification ends at the hipster stage,
because there is not enough capital to attract rich people. Sometimes the capital and the
rich come without hipsters. So the idea of blaming the hipsters for gentrification is
absolutely wrong. For ordinary citizens, the signs are obvious. Most people living in
a gentrified area can see everything with the naked eye. When people appear on your street
that look different, instead of “stolovaya”, a trendy coffee house opens, your landlord
notifies you that the rent will increase, seeing an opportunity to make more money. When
you are involved in this process, it is not difficult to understand everything immediately”
(Bernt, Holm, 2009, pp. 312-332).

There are different stages that cover this process. American researcher T. J. Pattison
cited by Clay, identified four stages of gentrification (Clay, 1979).

The first stage includes a small group of people who buy and upgrade properties
in previously described urban areas for personal use. At that stage, there is very little
movement the first pioneers purchase housing, which is vacant or is a part of the normal
market turnover. This group of beginners mainly consists of artists, design professionals
and who have the skills and time to conduct out such renovation projects.

At the second stage of the gentrification process, a similar group of people joins
the first getters and updates their new dwelling. At that stage, quiet and subtle promotional
activities of real estate agencies often begin, while small entrepreneurs often renovate
several houses for resale or, alternatively, rent. Homes bought at this stage
are overextended across a larger area and often become vacant and, therefore, relatively
easy to purchase. In addition, if the neighborhood changes its name or boundary, it will
appear at this stage of the gentrification process. This stage often draws the attention
of government agencies.
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After the first two stages of gentrification, the media begins to attract attention
to these neighborhoods and make them popular and as a result this area becomes the focus
of interest. While pioneering people continue to have a bearing on this area, they are often
accompanied by developers at and urban renewal begins. Due to the increase in the amount
of work carried out by individual investors and new developers the third stage, physical
improvements are becoming more noticeable. Consequently, housing prices in the area are
beginning to grow and the movement process continues and may even increase if the code
is enforced or if revaluations reflect the increasing value of even unimproved dwellings.
Renovated properties are becoming part of the middle class market, while property owners
try to take advantage of the good reputation of this area, which leads to the further
movement of already new people. At the third stage, new residents of the middle class
instead of forming an inner community life get outside their narrow community attracting
other members of this class in order to finally make requests for state resources. This often
may cause some tension between the pioneers and the new nobles.

At the last, in the fourth stage, gentrification process and the inflow of the middle
class occur in parallel. It must be noted that such middle class means people from business
and management circles and not from professional ones. Because of growing demand for
dwelling in certain area, non-residential buildings are usually transformed into
condominiums, housing for rent or speculation purposes. On top of all this there appear
commercial activities and various consumer services. All these factors cause the increase
of housing prices and rent prices which in turn bring more active movement of tenants and
homeowners respectively. At that stage, some additional space is searched for in the city
area to furnish the middle class with necessary housing.

From an academic point of view, gentrification, like all social processes,
is ambiguous. Different people can find both strengths and weaknesses in it. The sniff with
gentrification is that it involves the movement of people with low incomes to other areas
it brings the destruction of local communities, it harms social diversity. From the point of
view of social justice, gentrification is a problem, consider M. Bernt and A. Holm
(20009, pp. 312-332).

However, the work of a researcher, of course, is not to judge, but to analyze
the processes: how and why they occur.

In the academic literature that attempts to explain what is happening, gentrification
is based on several explanations (three key explanations.)

First, the English geographer (Lees, 1994, pp. 199-217) states that the origin of
gentrification stems from a change in industrial structure in large cities. The transition
from manufacturing to services-based industries in domestic cities leads to a simultaneous
change in the structure of the professional class mainly based on the production staff of the
working class, which is increasingly replaced by white-collar workers, financial, cultural
and service industries in big cities.
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Secondly, also in relation to industrial restructuring in inland urban areas, L. Lease
and T. Butler (2006, pp. 467-487) believe that due to changes in class, changes also
occurred in the cultural orientation, advantages, and working patterns of this new middle
class segment that induced live in the inner city, instead of moving out of the suburbs.
These researchers suggested that the purchase of real estate in the inner city was more
focused on individualization and demand, rather than on the theory of mitigation
of N. Smith.

In the end, Neil Smith believes that today gentrification is widely used as a strategy
to supplant liberal urban policies. There is a transition from the policy of social
reproduction, which was a priority to the policy of production of capital, which is at the
center of neoliberal urbanism. The neoliberal state is becoming an agent, not a regulator
(as before) of capitalism. As a result, the city is transformed from a place of social
reproduction into a place of capital investment (Beauregard, pp. 35-55).

From the point of view of social stratification, gentrification means the eviction of
the lower class and the lower stratum of the middle class by the more affluent members
of the middle and upper stratum of the middle class to less prosperous areas. The center
and the adjacent areas, given away to the elite, are essentially a kind of social clause,
i.e. social isolation of one stratum from others, closure within the boundaries of its social
group. If the sub-centering falls into the old industrial 3-5-mile zone that surrounds the
business center not only in the American, but also in many Ukrainian cities, then
enterprises lose the labor force that usually settled not far from them. Spatial separation
of the place of work and place of residence may further reduce the material level of
the poor (Trubina, 2011).

Usually in urban areas, gentrification occurs where infrastructure creates
opportunities for cost-effective reconstruction. It also occurs in societies where the loss
of productive employment has led to an increase in the number of middle-class specialists
with the detention of central housing in the city and the associated abandonment of
the suburbs.

Residents of urban areas who are likely to be displaced as a result of the process
of gentrification are those who live in low-cost but architecturally desirable housing near
central business districts. They occupy housing, which is abandoned and is no longer
economically and politically valuable. Such people live in the area for various reasons;
cheap rent, close employment opportunities or places may have historical or emotional
significance. Their location may or may not be a matter of choice.

Today the fashion for places to live and work along with representatives of creative
professions is set by start-up entrepreneurs and armies of programmers with high salaries.
Bobo (from French “Bourgeois bohemian”, “bohemian bourgeoisie”) is a sociological
concept introduced by American writer and journalist David Brooks. The term refers
to the social class of bohemian bourgeois, formed in the late XX century in the United
States) as a class was very accurately described by American journalist David Brooks,
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who stressed that they prefer not to destroy the urban identity, but to make money on it.
Art galleries are side by side with fashionable offices of technology companies located in
the buildings of former factories, and organic food stores are just as popular as authentic
cafes where they feed the newly fashioned simple cakes with mashed potatoes — once
a cheap food for workers (Issenberg, 2004).

Old and unattractive urban areas are first populated by people with low incomes who
do not have the opportunity to freely choose their place of residence due to the limited
supply of cheap housing. In European cities, the working-class neighborhoods that arose
around the old city center at the end of the 19th century became very often such areas.
In the middle of the 20th century, the wages of workers allowed this urban class to start
moving to private houses closer to the green areas outside the city, and less wealthy
citizens began to occupy their old housing. At the end of the 20th century, these quarters,
which have a very distinctive appearance, were beginning to gain popularity among young
representatives of the creative class, who were slowly moving to similar areas in search
of a new experience of urban living and lower prices. Over time, the number of such
“urban explorers” (tracing from the English urban pioneers) increased, and related
businesses started to appear in the area: frozen yoghurts, photo technical stores, etc.
A more traditional audience was starting to move to the area: the infrastructure already
appeared, and was much talked about the area. The value of real estate began to grow;
developers were connecting, restoring old buildings and building wastelands. Such areas
were included in tourist guides, and previous residents were forced to leave, since all the
changes that were taking place often did not take them into account in any way. Such is the
typical pattern of gentrification.

When it comes to social justice, gentrification poses a serious problem, because it
anyhow implies displacement of low-income people, making them even more vulnerable.
Both Bernt and Holm have emphasized this point. Furthermore, gentrification affects
social and cultural diversity and is certainly at odds with the concept of open city that
provides equal housing opportunities to all inhabitants. Nevertheless, there are several
examples of “good” gentrification, which can benefit not only better-off newcomers.
You might have heard about Eindhoven, a Dutch city, where Philips, one of the largest
electronics companies in the world, had been headquartered for almost a century. In the
late 1970s, the company started to farm out its production to Asia. Hundreds of skilled
workers were laid off, and the city was also left with several abandoned and polluted
factory complexes, acting as a reminder of the destructive side of global outsourcing.
To tackle the industrial downturn, the local authorities initiated special programs which
helped not only to create new jobs but also transform Eindhoven into a “top-technology
and design” city. The old Philips buildings have evolved into state-of-the-art residential
and commercial areas, and the famous Design Academy is now located there. Since 2002,
Eindhoven has been hosting the annual Dutch Design Week, bringing together creative
people from around the world. Other contributory factors of gentrification include tourism,
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as well as major cultural and/or sporting events — like the 2014 FIFA World Cup and the
2016 Summer Olympics held in Brazil. The preparation for these events involved
construction of new sports facilities and road networks, improvement of transport links,
redevelopment of Rio de Janeiro’s waterfront, etc. But this large-scale “upgrade” seriously
affected the poorest strata — favela residents, who make up about 6 % of the country’s
population, or over 11 million people. Their rickety houses were torn down, and the people
themselves were relocated outside the city. Very few favelas — one of them is Babylonia,
near Copacabana Beach — seem to have benefitted from gentrification. Having been
“spruced up”, they became popular tourist attractions. But then again, not all residents are
satisfied with the situation, asserting that tourists do nothing but add to their problems.

These are classic examples of gentrification in the west, but our situation is a bit
different. German sociologist Matias Bernt argues that Gentrification stands on two pillars:
the possibility of transferring ownership of real estate and the availability of capital.
Both components are taken for granted in Western teachings, they are self-evident. There
is capitalist property — and people can be moved in one way or another. And it also takes
for granted the interest of investors, the ability to invest and make a profit. In addition,
both components are not obvious in the post-Soviet countries, particularly in Ukraine.
This is partly due to the privatization process when the apartments were given to those
people who lived in them until 1991, that is, they became owners of elite apartments,
not because they were rich, but because their ancestors, for example, had status
achievements; in the USSR, they were party functionaries, high-ranking state officials,
and sometimes shock workers. Often, people cannot afford to equip this housing in
a decent way, and now to buy like housing is practically not available to the middle class.
It is almost impossible to take a mortgage here because it is not profitable.

For example, in Kyiv before and today for the most part, to live in the center is an
indicator of prestige. But today, the wealthy, like the Western rich, are moving out of
town. Apartments with improved planning for free (or at symbolic prices) in our country
were previously provided only to the (very small) part of the population that had some
status achievements; in the USSR. However, today, with money, you can buy elite housing
without any obstacles. Unfortunately, it is not about middle class.

Another thing is that the concept of elite and luxury housing has changed a bit.
People are looking for comfort not only in square meters, but also in infrastructure,
security and the community of “the same as they are” in class orientation.

The urban space is stratified in such a way that it is divided into open, closed and
semi-closed social segments, intended primarily for the special class, who are
conventionally called “insiders”. Places of concentration of only “insiders” can be whole
cities or their districts, individual streets and buildings. The doorman and the guard,
the janitor, determine whether the person “has the right” to enter where he wants. Anyone
who is allowed to enter must prove his right to be inside. Moreover, the entire burden of
proof lies on the one who wants to enter, and the right to decide whether this evidence is
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satisfactory is concentrated entirely in the hands of those who control the entrance. There
are different selection criteria. For example, to visit the theater, the most important
criterion is money, although they may not miss it at the entrance, if a person does not meet
certain other requirements, for example, is improperly dressed. A citizen's day of life is
divided into periods of time spent in such protected spaces and spent on movement
between them (we go from home to work, to college, to a club, to a restaurant or a concert
hall, and then home). Between closed spaces there extends a vast area of free entry. We try
to reduce the time spent in such intermediate areas where we are among the “alien”.

Therefore, all this leads to a more fragmented structure of gentrification. Buildings
are being renovated point wise - and this is unlikely to have an impact on the entire area.
Therefore, it is almost impossible to speak about gentrification in the full sense of this
concept in our country. Another thing is that we can take some of the components, as well
as signs of this process and trace them for example in Kyiv, maybe they will have
a different nature and other qualities of manifestation. Perhaps they even will lead to
a completely new functional concept inherent in the Ukrainian big cities.

In Kyiv, former industrial facilities can also be reused as multipurpose art spaces.
Probably, the most popular of them is “Art Zavod Platforma” that serves as a venue for
diverse workshops, festivals and charity fairs. Residential areas are being built on the old
industrial sites as well — for instance, in a neighborhood called Vydubychi or on the
Rybalsky (Fishermen) Isle. Interestingly, these areas, despite being situated quite far away
from the city centre, have a fair chance of becoming prestigious — as the apartments are
intended for middle to high income earners. In conclusion we can say that ‘“Normal”
gentrification in the context of normal political and economic development of the city, has
positive and negative sides, and can be adjusted in some way by municipal authorities
working for the benefit of urban residents. Whether gentrification is an unambiguous good
or evil is impossible to say, it can only be used for the good of the city, but it always has
“losers”. In short, gentrification carries a positive economic impetus for the city, achieved
through increasing social inequality.

This process has been researched and is still researched by many scientific
journalists, economists and public figures today. In the case of our country, | think
we should pay more attention to the nature, characteristics and transformation of the
concept into our social reality.

As E. Trubina writes, no matter what narratives of urbanization are suggested by
urbanists, it always makes sense to investigate exactly how it manifests itself in a particular
region and what kind of attitude it causes to itself (Trubina, 2011, pp. 201-501).

The unification and international style of cities emerge, but also another connotation
of the process of substitution appears on which the gentrification process is based.

Environment is changing with some jobs being replaced by others. Instead
of grocery shops and hairdressing salons coffee shops and barber shops appear. With new
technologies, there is no need in a large number of offices and a lot of people working
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there. However, more and more entertainment and sports centers emerge where most
communications and social contacts take place.

We can witness growing national exclusion in the social space of cities. Let us give
an example of gentrification (national exclusion) that happened in one of Brooklyn
districts. The Polish and Latin American communities lived and worked there maybe not
quite legally. They had their own grocery shops, where all the surroundings came for
delicious and high-quality products. But suddenly some oddly looking people,
the so-called free-lance, settled down in the area, began to open barbershops and tattoo
parlors, where the local “bohemians” already worked.

Many informal residents have changed the social composition of the area; prices for
housing and rent have risen. Emigrants had to sell their business and leave this place.
It is difficult to say whether it is good or bad what happened. Perhaps if the security aspect
of this district is concerned, the situation has improved, the streets have become cleaner,
and safer. Many residents are satisfied with what happened in their district. However,
who are these residents? Perhaps they are those free-lance and bohemians that have now
moved in this area.

Conclusions. Gentrification is a complex socio-economic process with many
aspects to consider, which depend both on the country and the city, and on the social,
economic and political structure of the district or city.

Now this phenomenon is much broader in its context than it was even 10 years ago
and the task of the researcher is to study all sorts of newly emerging aspects of this
process, to regard the social space of the city and conceptualize these new branches
of gentrification depending on the subjective as well as objective factors affecting this
process.
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UKRAINIAN MONKS AND PILGRIMS ON THE HOLY MOUNT ATHOS

The article deals with the tradition of pilgrimage from the Ukrainian lands to the
territory of St. Athos. The context for this is the religious and civilization processes in the
European territories from the time of the Middle Ages. The article emphasizes the special
importance of Athos precisely for Orthodox travelers. The Russian position regarding the
study of this issue is also noted to be determined by the great-power position of
the Russian clergy and the concept of “Third Rome™. It is noted that the Ruthenians
(Ukrainians) presence in Athos for many centuries was a reflection of the international
situation. The most famous monasteries of the Ukrainian pilgrimage on the Holy Mount
Athos were the monasteries of St. Pantaleon and St. Andrew.

With the Orthodox Church of Ukraine obtaining autocephaly in 2018, it allows us
to look into the issues the Ukrainian lands ties with Athos in a new context. Therefore,
there is a need to create a broad international scientific team of historians, philologists,
culturologists and religious scholars for the purpose of its detailed study. This idea is
important not only for the Ukrainians but also for the Poles, since there is a need to
confront Russian nationalism and the idea of the “Third Rome”, been the basis of the
dictatorial power of Russia over other Slavic nations.

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UKRAINSCY MNISI I PIELGRZYMI NA SWIETEJ GORZE ATHOS

Wstep.Tradycja pielgrzymowania posiada w chrzescijanstwie dtugg histori¢ i cho¢
nie jesteSmy w stanie okresli¢ dokladnej daty, to z cata pewnoscia mozemy stwierdzic,
ze sigga ona Swymi korzeniami momentu narodzin tej religii (Nowy Leksykon Biblijny,
2011, pp. 579-580). W tym czasiechrzescijaniemieli juz okazj¢ zetknac si¢ z roznymi
kulturami i tradycjami, najpierw za sprawa podrozy apostolow, a nastepnie dzigki
odwiedzaniu miejsc zwigzanych z zyciem i me¢kaChrystusa. Ciekawe, ze juz w swych
poczatkach Kos$ciol wykorzystywat proces akulturacji do szerzenia wiary wérdd réznych
ludow 1 nacji Imperium Rzymskiego. W ten sposob dialog miedzykulturowy oraz
przenikanie si¢ roznych tradycji w tonie chrzescijanstwa stawato si¢ podstawowym
czynnikiem ksztattowania uniwersalnej tozsamosci Ko$ciota, wedle stow:

Nie ma juz Zyda ani poganina, nie ma juz niewolnika ani
cztowieka wolnego, nie ma juz me¢zczyzny i kobiety, wszyscy
bowiem jestescie kim$ jednym w Chrystusie Jezusie.
(Gal. 3:28)’".

To dzigki kontaktom z innymi kulturami, a zwlaszcza odpowiedniemu
wykorzystaniu zdobytychdzieki nim doswiadczen, chrzescijanstwo nie tyko wzbogacito si¢
0 elementy zaczerpnigte z innych kultur, lecz takze rozwingto swag zdolno$é
do przekraczania granic.

Prezentacja gléwnego materialu badawczego.Wiedza, wartosci, wzorce i idee
rozprzestrzenialy si¢ wérdd chrzescijan nie tylko dzigki dziatalnosci biskupow i kleru, lecz
ogromny wplyw mialo na topielgrzymowanie do miejsc $wigtychi sanktuariow.
Oczywiscie pierwowzorem takich pielgrzymek byto odwiedzanie Ziemi Swigtej, ktorato
tradycja miala swe starotestamentowe zrédlta zwigzane z wizytami wSwigtyni
Jerozolimskiej (por.: Ps76; 84), a takze nowotestamentowe — zwigzane z osoba Chrsytusa
(J 7, 1-11; 14-24; Mt 21, 1-10; Dz 2, 1-11).W poézniejszym okresie dla zachodniego
chrze$cijanstwa szczegdlnie wazny okazat si¢ ruch pielgrzymkowy na Szlaku §w. Jakuba
do Santiago de Compostella (Starkie 1965). Podobne znaczenie i range dla wschodniej
tradycji chrzeicijanstwa miaty pielgrzymki odbywane na Swicta Goére Athos
(Holy Pilgrimages Towers of Orthodoxy, 2003).

Rozejscie si¢ w 1054 roku drog Kosciota wschodniego i1 zachodniego
doprowadzilo do roztamu takze w tradycji pielgrzymkowej.Jesli Ziemia Swicta
pozostawata celem pielgrzymoéw zmierzajacych do niej zarowno z kanonicznych obszaréw
katolicyzmu i prawostawia, to Swieta Gora Athos nawiedzana byta prawie wylacznie przez
wyznawcow ortodoksji. Nie mamy niestety opracowan dotyczacych skali tego zjawiska w

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sredniowieczu i potem W czasach wczesnonowozytnych, wydaje si¢ jednak, ze jego
intensywno$¢ byla znacznie mniejsza niz pielgrzymowanie ludzi Zachodu do Ziemi
Swigtej. Przyktadowo z lat 1300-1540 zachowatlo sicokototrzystu relacji pielgrzymow
jerozolimskich,oraz 38 relacji patniczych z Drogi $w. Jakuba (Szymborski, 2006, p. 33).
Z kolei Ciril Pavlikianov w swojej monografii dotyczacej athoskich pielgrzymow
w okresie bizantyjskim skupia si¢ glownie na przedstawicielach arystokratycznych rodow
greckich, gruzinskich i stowianskich, nie uwzgledniajac w szerszym zakresie pielgrzymow
pochodzacych z nizszych warstw spotecznych, ktoérych z pewnoscia byto wielu
(Pavlikianov, 2001).

Problem pielgrzymowania na Swieta Gore skomplikowat si¢ jeszcze bardziej po
zajeciu w XIV wieku ziem batkanskich przez wyznajacych islam Turkow osmanskich,
co utrudnito kontakty chrzescijanskiej ludnosci z tym duchowym o$rodkiem ortodoks;ji.
Konfiskacie ulegly wowczas dobra athoskich monasteréw potozonych poza terenem
Swietej Gory, a na same klasztory nalozono wysokie podatki i kontrybucje. Spowodowato
to stabsza kondycje monasterow, co nie sprzyjato przyjmowaniu W nich pielgrzymow
(Dymczyk, 2017, p.37). Sytuacja ta zacze¢ta zmieniaé si¢ dopiero w XVIIw.,
gdy na skutek zmian politycznych zachodzacych na terenach batkanskich i do nich
przylegtych nieoczekiwanie poprawity si¢ warunki bytowe, co zwigzane bylo ze
stabnigciem wladzy Imperium otomanskiego (Dymczyk, 2017, p. 39). Tak czy inaczej,
badania zrodlowe dotyczace Owczesnych ruchoéw pielgrzymkowych sa niezwykle
utrudnione ze wzgledu na rozproszenie dokumentoéw, a takze niedostateczne jeszcze ich
rozpoznanie.

Dla prawostawnych pielgrzymow, praktycznie od momentu rozejscia sie
eklezjalnego zwigzku Kosciota wschodniego i zachodniego, Swieta Gora Athos stata sig
jednym z najwazniejszych miejsc peregrynacji. Brak mozliwosci poruszania si¢, badz
sporadyczny i bardzo utrudniony dostep do miejsc pielgrzymkowych w Palestynie,
skierowat zainteresowanie wiernych na athoskie monastery. O ile do roku 1453 istothnym
celem wyjazdéw byt Konstantynopol, w ktérym znajdowaly si¢ najcenniejsze relikwie
chrzescijanstwa, to jednak po jego upadku whasnieSwicta Gora stala si¢ najwazniejszym
celem $wietych odwiedzin wyznawcow Kosciota wschodniego (Christou, 2003,
pp. 258-272). Alternatywa staty si¢ woOwczas lokalne miejsca pielgrzymkowe, w tym
prawostawne klasztory takie jak: monaster Rylski w Bulgarii, monaster Studenica w
Serbii, czy klasztory Bukowiny w Rumunii.W przypadku Ukrainy takim szczeg6lnie
chetnie nawiedzanym miejscem okazata si¢ wowczas Lawra Pieczerska w Kijowie
(Mykhailyna, Sitkarova, Pyvovarov, 2001) czy tez Uspenski monaster w Czernichowie
(Ignatenko, 2013, p. 525). Czesto ich zasieg byt jednak jedynie lokalny, tak wieC nie
mogly one w peni rywalizowa¢ z tak silnym i popularnym osrodkiem jak im byta Swieta
Gora Athos.

Wiele informacji pokazujagcych odmienno$¢ pielgrzymowania w prawostawiu,
znajdziemy w ksigzce Holy Pilgrimages. Towers of Orthodoxy(2003) wydanej we
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wspotpracy z Instytutem Studidw Narodowych i Religijnych w Salonikach, na ktorg juz si¢
wczesniej powotywaliSmy. Jest to jednak opracowanie faworyzujace — ze wzgledu na
miejsce swego powstania — grecka tradycj¢ pielgrzymkowa, podczas gdy stowianski aspekt
tego ruchu zostal w nim uwzgledniony jedynie marginalnie. Jesli chodzi o ukrainskich
pielgrzyméw na Swigta Gore Athos, to trudno ufaé takze rosyjskim opracowaniom, ktére
skupiajg si¢ gtdéwnie na kontaktach Cerkwi Moskiewskiej z monasterem §w. Pantalejmona
oraz skitem §w. Andrzeja (Antonij, 0. (Danilin), 2015).

Ta rosyjska perspektywa, niesprzyjajaca uwzglednianiu specyfiki ukrainskiego
prawostawia, wynika z przyczyn historycznych. Po upadku Konstantynopola to Rosja stata
si¢ najwickszym prawostawnym Kkrajem na $wiecie. Sytuacja ta przyczynita sie¢
do narodzin prze§wiadczenia o wyjatkowej roli tego kraju w chrzes$cijanskiej ortodoksji, co
w potaczeniu z wielkorosyjska ideologia doprowadzito do uksztattowania idei Moskwy
jako ,trzeciego Rzymu” (de Lazari, 1995, pp. 9-19).Wokoét tego mitu przez stulecia
ksztatltowanotozsamo$¢ narodows, a rowniez obecne elity Rosji budujg swojg pozycje w
oparciu o to przeswiadczenie. Od lat wiadcy Rosji, a takze pozniejsi rzadzacy nig
autokraci, odwotywali si¢ do idei ,trzeciego Rzymu” (Romanowski, 2013) dla
ugruntowania swej pozycji, a takze wielkomocarstwowych ambicji Rosjijako centralnego
miejsca prawostawnego $wiata. Podobng polityke prowadzita takze moskiewska Cerkiew
obejmujaca swoja jurysdykcja nie tylko Rosje, ale takze szereg innych panstw: Biatorus,
Litwe, Lotwe, Estonie i Moldawie, a do 2018 roku takze Ukraine (Radziwitowicz, 2019).

Swigta Gora Athos praktycznie od zawsze obecna byta w kulturzeszeroko
rozumianego rosyjskiego prawostawia ze wzgledu na intensywne kontakty zaréwno z
monasterem $w. Pantalejmona, jak i skitem §w. Andrzeja oraz pozostatymi stowianskimi
klasztorami, gtéwnie Zografem, a w mniejszym stopniu Chilandarem. Stanowity one
swoisty przyczotek dla rosyjskiej kultury w przestrzeni Swietej Gory.

Klasztor $w. Pantalejmona byt wzmiankowany po raz pierwszy w roku 988. Zostat
on zalozony przez Leoncjusza z Tesaloniki i nazywany byl poczatkowo Monasterem
Tesaloniczanina. Nie zachowaty si¢ jednakze zadne dokumenty, ktére wskazywalyby na
jego zwiazki z pierwiastkiem stowianskim, mozemy wigc uznac, ze byt to monaster grecki.
Trudno bowiem =zaklada¢, by w roku przyjecia chrzescijanstwa na Rusi (988),
jej przedstawiciele mysleli o zaktadaniu swojego monasteru na Swictej Gorze Athos.

W ewidencji athoskiej z roku 1016 pojawia si¢ monaster, w odniesieniu do ktorego
uzywa si¢ greckiego okreslenia ,,tou Rhos”, co mozemy przettumaczy¢ jako ,ruski”.
W dokumencie tym widnieje podpis igumena — hieromnicha Gierasimosa. Pojawienie si¢
wpisu przedstawiciela tego klasztoru pozwala nam przyjaé¢, ze monaster ten musiat by¢
zatozony jeszcze wczesniej. Stato si¢ to w czasach, gdy zyl jeszcze $Swigty Atanazy
Athoski (+1000), ktéry uznawany byt za glosiciela idei, zeby kazdy nardéd wchodzacy w
sktad Cesarstwa, albo utrzymujacy z nim stosunki, posiadatl swoje przedstawicielstwo na
Swigtej Gorze (The most ancient Russian monastery on Holy Mount Athos being
restored2019). W jeszcze innych dokumentach z roku 1030 monaster ten wymieniony
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zostal juz z nazwy, jako miejsce zwigzane z mnichami ruskimi. Pojawia si¢ wtedy nazwa —
Ksylurgu (Xylourgou). W pdzniejszym okresie monaster $w. Pantalejmona popadt w ruing
(XII wiek) i zostal prawie zupelnie opuszczony. Dopiero w roku 1169 r. zasiedlili go
ponownie ruscy mnisi z monasteru Ksylurgu, od tego momentu monaster $w.
Pantelejmona znany jest jako Russikon (ruski).

Wazne jest zatem uswiadomienie sobie, ze tradycja ta ma o wiele szerszy zasigg,
niz suponuje to dzisiaj Cerkiew moskiewska. Przez wszystkie wieki swojego istnienia
monaster $w. Pantalejmona stanowit bowiem wsrdod innych athoskich monasterow swoista
enklawe, nie tylko rosyjskiej, czyli moskiewskiej obecnosci, ale takzeszerzej obecnos$ci
innych wschodniostowianskich nacji. W tym sensie okreslenie ,,Rusini” w tradycji
historiografii polskiej odnosi si¢ do ludnosciprawostawnej zamieszkujacej ziemie
I Rzeczypospolitej, wérdd ktorych najwazniejsza grupe stanowili Ukraincy i Biatorusini.
W  rozumieniu wspotczesnych badaczy ukrainskich, w Rzeczypospolitej okresu
XVI-XVIIl w. nazwa ,Rusini” (tac. Rutheni) odnosita si¢ do okreslania wspoélnie
Ukraincow i Biatorusindw — w odroznieniu od ,,Moskali”. Z tego punktu widzenia, w
innym rozumieniu dotyczyto ono tylko Ukraincéw — odréznianych od ,,Litwinow” i innych
nieprawostawnych mieszkancow Wielkiego Ksigstwa Litewskiego (Isaievych, 2012,
p. 372). W tradycji polskiej termin ,,Rusini” odnoszony jest historycznie do narodéw
wschodniostowianskich i ludnos$ci prawostawnej na terenach historycznej Rusi Kijowskiej,
wchodzacych pozniej w sktad: Wielkiego Ksigstwa Litewskiego, Krolestwa Polskiego i
Wielkiego Ksigstwa Moskiewskiego, a od drugiej potowy XVI wieku Rzeczypospolitej
Obojga Naroddw i Carstwa Rosyjskiego(Briickner, 1927; Rusini, 1964, p. 208).

Odzwierciedleniem tego szeroko wschodniostowianskiego charakteru monasteru
$w. Pantalejmona jest zwlaszcza jego nowozytna historia. Wspoélnota ta przezywata wzloty
i upadki, jak np. w wieku XVII gdy monaster §w. Pantalejmon pustoszat, tak ze w latach
1725-1726 pozostalo w nim tylko czterech mnichéw: dwoch rosyjskich i,co ciekawe,
dwoch butgarskich(Stowianszczyzna wschodnia). Poprzez wieki obecnos¢ Rusinéw na
Swictej Gorze byla odzwierciedleniem sytuacji miedzynarodowej. Kilkukrotnie liczba
ruskich mnichow zostala drastycznie zredukowana. Pomijajac czasy najazdow
mongolskich na Wielkie Ksigstwo Moskiewskie w X111 wieku, po raz drugi podczas wojny
toczonej przez Piotra | Wielkiego z Turcjg w latach 1710-1711, a po raz ostatni po
wybuchu Rewolucji Pazdziernikowej w 1917 roku. Zwlaszcza te dwa ostatnie okresy, byty
dla monasteru katastrofalne (Speake, 2002, pp. 157-161).

Wojny toczone przez nastgpcOw Piotra I ostabily zainteresowanie sprawami
athoskimi w Imperium, co przyczynilo si¢ rownoczesnie do ostabienia rosyjskich
wplywow na Swietej Gorze. Monaster zostal nawet na pewien czas przejety przez Grekow,
ktérzy porzucili jego stare zabudowania i przeniesli si¢ na nowe miejsce na wybrzezu,
czyli do jego obecnej lokalizacji. Podjeta zostata wtedy proba ograniczenia rangi klasztoru
$w. Pantalejmona, oraz usuniecia go ze spisu athoskich monasteréw. Nie uczyniono tego
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tylko dzieki sprzeciwowi patriarchy Konstantynopola Kallinika IV, doceniajacego wktad
Rosji w walke z Turcja i sprzeciwiajacego si¢ marginalizowaniu jej roli na Swigtej Gorze.

Po latach ograniczonych kontaktéw monasteru z Imperium Rosyjskim, od roku
1840 reprezentantow Cerkwi Moskiewskiejna Swietej Goérze na powrét zaczelo
przybywa¢. W 1875 roku stanowili oni juz wiekszo§¢ w klasztorze §w. Pantalejmona,
mogli wigc wybraé¢ sposrod siebie igumena. Ciagly naptyw nowych alumnow doprowadzit
do tego, ze w 1909 roku bylo juz ich 1440. Ich pozycja materialna byta bardzo dobra,
bowiem carowie rosyjscy obsypywali klasztor hojnymi darami, rozbudowujac
i przeksztatcajac go niemal w mate miasto (Kokkas, 2005, pp. 212-214; Penizikis, 2003,
p. 48, 50, 59). W tym czasie nasilit si¢ rowniez naptyw prawostawnych pielgrzymow z
catego terenu imperium carow, wsrod ktorych duzg grupe stanowili z pewnoscig Ukraincy,
cho¢ stwierdzenie tego wymagatoby gruntownego potwierdzenia w zrodtach. Nie jest to
tatwe, gdyz narracja Cerkwi Moskiewskiej nakierowana byta zawsze sprowadzanie
udajacych si¢ na Swieta Gore Athos wyznawcow prawostawia z terenéw Cesarstwa
Rosyjskiego jako Rosjan, bez rozrdzniania ich rzeczywistego narodowego pochodzenia.

Innym §wiadectwem nasilania si¢ od II potowy XIX wieku rosyjskich wptywow na
Swietej Gorze, stata sie takze fundacja skitu $w. Andrzeja. Darowizny rosyjskich caréw,
Aleksandra IT i Mikotaja I, uczynily z niego najwigkszy, najbogatszy i najbardziej
zaludniony skit athoski. W okresie swego najwigkszego rozkwitu — w 1914 roku,
przebywato w nim az okoto 800 ruskich mnichow (z ogdlnej liczby 3 615przybytychwtedy
z terendw Cesarstwa Rosyjskiego).Jak duza byta liczba rosyjskich mnichow $wiadczy fakt,
ze cala athoska spoteczno$éliczyta wtedy niewiele ponad dziesie¢ tysiecy!Dopiero
rewolucja pazdziernikowa i zwigzane z nig pdzniejsze przemiany spowodowatly ustanie
naplywu nowicjuszy oraz $rodkow na utrzymanie klasztoréw, powodujac ruine i upadek
wspolnoty. Sytuacja ta wplyneta oczywiscie na zaprzestanie pielgrzymek z terendw Rosji
sowieckiej na Swieta Gorg, pozbawiajac rownoczeénie takze Ukraincow mozliwosci
nawiedzania monasteru §w. Pantalejmona i skitu $w. Andrzeja.

Wplyw rosyjskiej tradycji Pantalejmona i skitu $w. Andrzeja na historyczne
dziedzictwo Swictej Gory przejawia sie zarowno w sferze religijnej, poprzez obecnosé
ruskiego, a wigc takze ukrainskiego prawostawia, jak i w artystycznej, wyrazajacej si¢ w
odmiennos$ci stylu katholikonow i zabudowan klasztornych. Cyrylickie inskrypcje na
stellach nagrobnych, dzwonach i freskach niosg w sobie przestanie wschodniostowianskiej
tradycji i duchowosci. Nacjonalistyczny wregez charakter rosyjskiego prawostawia nie
pozwolit jednak w nalezyty sposob wyartykutowa¢ si¢ ukrainskiej tradycji (3aiines, 2013,
pp. 54-72). Nie ulega jednak watpliwosci, ze jest ona gleboko uobecniona w kulturowym
wymiarze stowianskiego sacrum Swietej Gory, wyraznie obecnym w tradycji monasteru
$w. Pantalejmona i skitu $w. Andrzeja (Naumow, 2002, pp. 47-48).

O ile obecno$é rosyjskich mnichow i pielgrzyméw w przestrzeni Swictej Gory
Athos stanowi zagadnienie wielokrotnie podejmowane juz przez badaczy, to kwestie
zwigzane z obecnoscig Ukraincow w tym S$wigtym migjscu, nie sgproblemem ani
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poznanym, ani dostatecznie przebadanym. Dzieje si¢ tak gléwnie z powodu
nacjonalistycznego nastawienia rosyjskich uczonych, ktérzy podejmowali ten temat
jedynie z pozycji Cerkwi Moskiewskiej, nie zauwazajac i celowo marginalizujac ukrainski
wktad w tworzenie duchowych fundamentow athoskiego sacrum (Gumiljov, 2018,
pp. 148-149).To samo nastawienie widzimy dzisiaj na rosyjskojezycznych stronach
internetowych poswigconych stowianskiej obecnosci na Swictej Gorze, ktore praktycznie
ograniczaja si¢ do dokumentowania rosyjskiego zaangazowania na Athosie.

W tej sytuacji rozpoczecie badan nad zwigzkami Ukrainy z duchowym centrum
prawostawia, jakim jest Swieta Gora Athos, wydaje sic wazna i naglaca kwestia, gdyz
obecna sytuacja Cerkwi ukrainskiej, ktéra w 2018 roku uzyskata autokefali¢ i uzaleznita
si¢ od moskiewskiej jurysdykcji, stwarza zupelnie nowy kontekst i sktania do rewizji
rosyjskocentrycznego punktu widzenia na te kwestie (Homenko, Denisov, 2019). Jest to
tym bardziej istotne, ze Cerkiew Moskiewska rozpoczg¢ta kampani¢ udawadniania
btednosci i szkodliwosci tej decyzji, czego dowodem jest chociazby wydana w j. rosyjskim
na Swictej Gorze Athos publikacja pt.Ukrairiska autokefalia, opatrzona znamiennym
podtytutem: Ukrywanie i niewtasciwa interpretacja dokumentow.

Nie ulega bowiem watpliwosci, ze ruch pielgrzymkowy na Athosie w ogromne;j
mierze obejmuje Ukraincow, ktorzy dotad traktowani byli przez tamtejszych rosyjskich
mnichow jako wierni Cerkwi Moskiewskiej. Jest to trudne do zaakceptowania zaréwno
Zpunktu widzenia uniwersalizmu prawostawia, jak 1 rzeczywistego poczucia
narodowegowielu nawiedzajacych klasztory Ukraincow. Wydaje si¢ zatem, ze podjecie
badan nad pielgrzymowaniem ukrainskim na Swieta Gore odstonitoby rzeczywisty
historyczny wymiar tego zjawiska. Pokazatoby to odmienng specyfike wiary i kultury
ukrainskiej na Swigtej Gorze, w stosunku do tak uwypuklanej dotad tradycji rosyjskiej
(Naumow, 1996, pp. 11-21).

Jest to zagadnienie wazne nie tylko z punktu widzenia Ukrainskiej tozsamosci,
lecz takze wielonarodowego dziedzictwa | Rzeczypospolitej, w ktdrej Rusini, aco za tym
idzie rowniez Ukraincy, odgrywali istotng kulturotworcza rolg.Stanowito to czynnik
ksztattowania si¢ tozsamosci przekraczajacej granice narodowosci we wspdlnym poczuciu
przynaleznosci  do  szerszej, bardziej uniwersalnej wspdlnoty chrzescijanstwa
(Naumow,2002). Byto to istotnym dziedzictwem Bizancjum w szeroko rozumianej
europejskiej cywilizacji, w ktorej prawostawie jest wcigz mato docenianym czynnikiem
ksztaltowania uniwersalnego ducha (Warsonofiusz, B. (Doroszkiewicz), 2018). Jest zatem
w interesie zarowno Ukrainy jak i Polski, by podja¢ wspolng refleksje nad dziedzictwem
prawostawia jako wiary wyznawanej przez ogromne rzesze obywateli | Rzeczypospolitej.
Dla obu bowiem narodéw niezwykle waznym jest przeciwstawianie si¢ wielkorosyjskiemu
nacjonalizmowi i idei Moskwy jako ,trzeciego Rzymu”, ktéra zawsze prowadzita
do narzucania przez Rosj¢ dyktatu sily wobec wszystkich stowianskich nacji
(Romanowski, 2013).
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Idea przeprowadzenia szeroko zakrojonych badan nad ukrainskg obecno$cig na
Athosie wigze si¢ z potrzeba powotania mi¢dzynarodowego zespotu, sktadajacego si¢
z uczonych ukrainskich, biatoruskich i polskich. Powinni oni dysponowaérozmaitymi
kompetencjami: historiograficznymi, filologicznymi, kulturoznawczymi, religioznawczymi
czy tez wiedza z zakresu wiedzy o sztuce. Tylko bowiem spojrzenie na problem z réznych
perspektyw, ktoremu towarzyszyloby przyjecie odpowiedniej metodologii dobranej pod
katem takiego projektu, moze zdecydowac o sukcesie catego przedsiewzigcia. Musiataby
by¢ ona interdyscyplinarna w szerokim tego stowa znaczeniu, uwzgledniajacaszeroka
problematyke badan. Tylko tak zréznicowana grupa pozwoli na przebadanie catego
interesujacego nas problemu w obszarze szeroko pojetych nauk humanistycznych.

Chcac bada¢ kwestie zwigzane z pielgrzymowaniem Ukraincow na Athos,
tylko cze$ciowo mozemy wykorzysta¢ metodologie stosowang przez badaczy z Europy
Zachodniej,bowiem ich perspektywa nie obejmuje zagadnien istotnych dla dziedzictwa
prawostawia, a takze nacechowana jest katolickim punktem widzenia oraz $cisle zwigzana
jest ze specyfika kultury facinskiej.Innym problemem jest kwestia wykorzystania zrodet,
ktore w przypadku Swietej Gory Athos podzielié mozna na Kilka grup, wéréd ktérych sg
manuskrypty, ksiegi pielgrzymoéw, oficjalne dokumenty i reskrypty, a takze dokumenty
ikonograficzne, takie jak freski, ikony oraz inne podobne sakralne artefakty.

Wydaje si¢ takze, ze nalezaloby szeroko uwzgledni¢ zrodta literackie, w ktorych
odbijata si¢ specyfika ukrainskiego prawostawia w kontekscie jego obecno$ci wsrod
wyznawcow katolicyzmu na obszarach | Rzeczypospolitej. Interesujaca mozliwoscia
bytoby takze interpolacja doswiadczen duchowych wyznawcow prawostawia, na sytuacje
pielgrzymoéw odwiedzajacych Athos. Dobrym przyktadem mozliwosci takich badan nad
poezja jest chociazby tworczos¢ butgarskiej pisarkiEmilii Dworianowej. Chociaz jako
kobieta nie miata ona mozliwosci wstgpu na Swieta Gore, jednak kontakty
Z pochodzacymi stamtad przedmiotami odcisngty realne pigtno na jej tworczosci, co widaé
W jej eseju Omkazanama ukoua:

Buceme B HaWTBMHUSBIBI Ha W3TOYHATA CTCHA,
B cranHsTaHaba0a mu. Tam BuHarucserenieorbHue. [loHskora ce
crpaxme mpej Hes, 0aba MeBuUraIine Ha pblle ¥ Ka3Balie — BUK,
ToBa ¢ boropomuna IlpeGnaromatHa, IOHECEHA € Yak OT
AToH... — a a3 ce mramex (Otkazanata ikona, 2008).

Warto przebada¢, czy we wspotczesnych utworach literackich tworzonych przez
ukrainskich (a takze polskich i biatoruskich) pisarzy,réwniez nie pojawiaja sie odniesienia
do pielgrzymek na Swieta Gore, lub chociaz nawigzania do tej tematyki. By¢ moze
zebranie i przebadanie takich materiatléw, pozwolitoby rzuci¢ ciekawe §wiatto na kwestie
ukrainskiej obecnos$ci na Athosie.

Podobnie ciekawa perspektywa mogloby by¢ prze§ledzenie athoskich inspiracji
w sztuce ukrainskiej, nie tylko sakralnej.Wciggu wiekow na ziemiach ukrainskich
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wyksztatcil si¢ specyficzny styl budowania cerkwi, W pewnej mierze nawigzujacych
wswym ksztalcie do wzorcow znajdujacych si¢ na Swictej Gorze. Wiele ikon
wzorowanych jest na pierwowzorach z terenu Athosu, a tamtejsze watki obecne
s praktycznie w calej ukrainskiej sztuce. Poréwnujac zainteresowanie tym tematem
w innych Kkrajach, warto zauwazy¢, ze w motywy athoskie czgsciej wykorzystywali w swej
tworczosci artysci niz pisarze (Dymczyk, 2008, pp. 179-187). Zatozy¢ mozemy, ze z taka
samg sytuacjag mamy do czynienia na Ukrainie, a doktadne przeanalizowanie wptywu
Swietej Gory na narodowa tworczos¢, pozwolitoby lepiej zrozumieé tozsamosé i duchowa
odrebnos¢ Ukraincow.

Niewatpliwie interesujacym byloby rownoczesne wilaczenie do prowadzonych
dociekan jezykoznawcoéw, co pozwolitoby na przeprowadzenie szerokich badan
onomastycznych. Kwestia obecnosci odniesien zarowno do samego ruchu
pielgrzymkowego jak i do konkretnych miejsc z nim zwigzanych, powinna dostarczy¢
interesujagcy material badawczy. Rowniez kwestie zwigzane =z popularnoscia
poszczegolnych imion w danych okresach, czy tez wezwania budowanych wtedy
kosciotow, powiedza nam wiele o popularno$ci konkretnych $wietych.Czesto bowiem
popularno$¢ patronow wigzata si¢ z odbywanymi do ich athoskich monasteréw
pielgrzymek (Mosingiewicz, 1982, p. 95).

Rowniez zachowane do dzi§ w muzeach przedmioty wykorzystywane przez
pielgrzymoéw moga dostarczy¢ nam wielu ciekawych informacji na temat ich podrozy.
Kije pielgrzymie, sakwy podrézne i pielgrzymie znaki byly czgsto sktadane wraz ze
zmartymi patnikami do grobow, dzigki czemu moga dzisiaj sta¢ si¢ obiektem naszych
szczegotowych badan. Nawet jezeli nie zachowaly sie same przedmioty, duzo informacji
mogg dostarczy¢ nam ich przedstawienia ikonograficzne (Knapinski, 2002, pp. 259-
267).Takie dociekania moga sta¢ si¢ zrodtem interesujgcych wnioskow, zwlaszcza
w kontekscie popularnego ostatnio tzw. zwrotu ku przedmiotom (Olsen, 2013).

Zupeknie unikatowym zrodtem informacji satakze ksiegi pielgrzymow, czyli wpisy
ich obecnosciprzechowywane w athoskich monasterach. Interesujace dla badaczy sa
zarowno te wspolczesne, ktore czesto znajdziemy w tamtejszych archontariki, jak i te
przechowywane od lat w archiwach i bibliotekach. Autorzy tego tekstu sami sg
w posiadaniu dokumentacji fotograficznej pochodzacych z réznych okresow takich spiséw
z kilku athoskich klasztorow". Niestety jest to na tyle wybiorcza probka, ze nie sposob na
jej podstawie snu¢ uogolniajacych wnioskéw dotyczacych skali i zasigguruchu
pielgrzymkowego Ukraincow na Swicta Goére Athos. Dopiero zrodtowe poszerzenie
takiego materiatu, pozwolitoby na jednoznaczne zdefiniowanie wspolczesnego wymiaru
tego procesu.

“Posiadam material zdjeciowy z ksigg pielgrzyma z klasztorow Wielkiej Lawry, Zografu,
Pantalejmona i monateru §w. Pawla, zebrany podczas jedenastu wypraw naukowych na Swigta Gore
w latach 2002—-2016. Moze on zosta¢ wykorzystany do proponowanych badan.(R.D).
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Whioski. Uwazamy, ze zarysowany powyzej projekt przeprowadzenia badan w
zakresie obecno$ci Ukraincow W przestrzeni Swigtej Gory, doprowadzi¢ moze do réznych
konkluzji, znacznie zapewne rdéznigcych sie¢ od wizji kreowanej przez Cerkiew
Moskiewska. Byloby to niezwykle cennym wkladem w ksztalttowanie si¢ ukrainskiej
tozsamo$ci w okresie tak silnie naznaczonym konfliktem na jej wschodnich granicach.
W tym rozumieniu polsko-ukrainskie badania nad wielowiekowa obecnosciag Rusindw na
Swigtej Gorze, byloby konkretnym argumentem na rzecz autokefalii ukrainskiej Cerkwi,
ktorej powstanie wywotuje negatywne reakcje Rosji. Jak widzieliSmy w swej niezgodzie
na suwerenne istnienie ukrainskiego prawostawia sigga ona po dokumenty historyczne,
starajagc si¢ udowodni¢ ze wskazuja one na calkowicie rosyjski charakter ukrainskiej
duchowosci. Badania nad athoskim pielgrzymowaniem Ukraincow bylyby waznym
dowodem przeczacym temu stanowisku.

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Fortification objects of the end of the XVII-XVIII centuries on the Ukrainian
territories in the context of international relations: historiographical aspects (part I)

A promising scientific direction for today is the historiography of international
relations. It involves the study of many theoretical and practical aspects. Today there are
virtually no historiographical studies of fortification systems as one of the factors
of international relations.

The methodological basis for this study was a historiographical method combined
with other general scientific methods. The logical and problem-chronological methods are
also used. The source of the work was the scientific research of contemporary Ukrainian
authors. The aim of this paper is to introduce the reader to the achievements of current
Ukrainian historiography with regard to research into fortifications situated in the territory
of the present-day Ukraine. It has to be noted that the researchers discussed in the paper
have studied the fortifications from different perspectives, describing them as military
installations, historic sites, architectural complexes, but also as cultural phenomena, having
an unquestionable influence on the existence of the fortification crew and the local
community.

The study is a Ukrainian version of the publication “Historyk w $wiecie szancow,
bastionéw, rawelinéw.... XVIll-wieczne obiekty fortyfikacyjne lezace na terenach
dzisiejszej Ukrainy we wspotczesnej historiografii ukrainskiej”.

Theoretical description of the conceptual field of social tension in
the development of methods for its research

The article presents the results of the conceptual (theoretical) validation of social
tension in the form of a theoretical description of its conceptual field in the development of
a methodology for its study. In its framework, the consistency of the measured construct of
social tension with the corresponding theoretical positions, theories, and concepts is
shown. Before proceeding to a sociological dimension, it is necessary to develop

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determine the maximum completeness of the structure of social tension, its recognizable
aspects, characteristics and algorithm of their research. As such, in our analysis were:
mismatches of interests, dissatisfaction with expectations, the concept of social (relative)
deprivation, (basic) needs, social exclusion, protest, conceptualization of emotionality in
the structure of social relations, and others.

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The Crimean tatar issue in inter-state relations between Turkey and Ukraine

The article deals with the issues of the Crimean Tatars self-determination, their
position on the territory of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the attitude of Ukraine
to the Crimean Tatars diaspora. It reveals the policy of Turkey, aimed at protection of
the Turkish ethnic groups living on the territory of Ukraine.

The resolution “On the Statement of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine concerning
the guarantee of the rights of the Crimean Tatar people as part of the Ukrainian state”
dated March 20, 2014 was analyzed. It is stated that the basic principle laid down in
the basis of this document is the realization of the right to self-determination
of the Crimean Tatar people in the composition of Ukraine.

The activities of TIKA — the Turkish Agency for Cooperation and Coordination
in Ukraine, in particular, assistance provided to the Crimean Tatars, are analyzed.

It is concluded that the Crimean Tatar issue is an important unifying factor in
relations between Ukraine and Turkey.

Cultural policy of Ukraine under conditions of the European integration:
dilemmas and challenges

To find out the current state of the Ukrainian cultural policy, the article looks into
the question of the effectiveness of Ukraine's entry into the European community and
analyses the level of the country’s positive image formation in the eyes of the international
community. With the help of scientific methods of theoretical synthesis, comparative
analysis and synthesis, there were identified the problems hindering the development
of the cultural sphere and its entry into the European cultural space; there was analysed
the legal basis of Ukrainian cultural policy for its compliance with European requirements
and principles; there were studied the cultural diplomacy prospects of becoming as a tool
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of soft power policy inorder to form a positive image of Ukraine in the world.
As a conclusion on the basis of the analysis, there has been made an attempt to outline
ways of optimizing cultural policy, as European integration is an important direction for
Ukraine's development. Therefore, the creation of a Ukrainian institute abroad should
become a key goal, aimed at forming a positive image of Ukraine abroad.

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LINGUISTIC AND SPEECH MEANS OF EXPRESSING NEGATION
IN ENGLISH AND UKRAINIAN OFFICIAL AND BUSINESS DISCOURSE

This article suggests a new approach to the negation study in English and
Ukrainian official and business communication as cognitive and discursive formation.
Thus, the means of expressing objections in the official-business discourse in the English
and Ukrainian languages and the relation of the category of objection to linguistic
universals. With the help of a historical comparative research method, general cultural
trends in the field of official and business communication between English and Ukrainian
speakers were identified.General cultural tendencies in the sphere of English and
Ukrainian speakers’ official and business communication were determined. The methods
of linguistic and speech means of negation comparison in English and Ukrainian official
and business discourse were devised. Conclusions: the list of linguistic means on English
and Ukrainian different system levels concerning to the possibility of the negative meaning
realization in business discourse were determined.

Introduction. Negation is a form of human thought, which confirms the high level
of his consciousness to comprehend the phenomena of life, is one of the most important
categories of language, without the use of which is now impossible to imagine the full
human communication in any language.

The previous studies and analyses. Ontological value and functional activity
categories of objections, which is reflected in the systems of all natural languages, gives
researchers reason to refer the objection to linguistic universals (L. Barkhudarov,
V. Bondarenko, A. Vezhbytskaya, O. Jespersen, A. Paslavskyi, V. Yartseva, etc.) such as
functional-semantic formations has been caused by human desire for differentiation
(first and by negation) phenomena of life and a reflection of this process in the language.

As a universal language category with complex and multidimensional semantics
and diversified arsenal of means of expression, denial in every new area of linguistics
becomes every other interpretation. In this regard, today in linguistics observed treatment
categories in psychological denial (Bulakh, 1957); logical and grammatical
(Shendels, 1979) aspects.
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The complexity of the system means of expression and semantic heterogeneity
objection as linguistic universals (Shendels, 1979) updates its interpretation in the light of
cognitive-discursive approach, because different types of discourses objection is realized
by means of speech means that no negative-language semantics. The problem
is compounded when it comes to official business discourse, which is traditionally defined
as clearly regulated in terms of its composite structure and established a set of linguistic
resources.

The purpose of the article is to study the means of expressing objections in the
official-business discourse in the English and Ukrainian languages and the relation of the
category of objection to linguistic universals.

The main plot of the article. The relevance of the research caused
anthropocentric orientation in modern linguistic works on the study of language and
society the relationships, on the one hand, and the communication strategies of business
interaction of different societies that ensure the effectiveness of cross-cultural contacts —
on the other. Comprehensive analysis of the cognitive-discursive mechanisms
of objectification objection to the official-business communication is necessary
for determining how common patterns of language means that different structural language
used to express objections and differences of ethnic in speech means that actualize
a negative semantics for rejecting or adjusting business ideas partner.

Category negation is commonly represented in languages at the morphological and
lexical and syntactic levels. This raises questions about the principles of classification
objections. Typically, the objections are classified in terms of syntactic functions in the
sentence. The most common objection is syntactic classification based on categories of
formal logic Kant, according to which the denial of language is divided into two types:

1) qualitative objections;

2) quantitative negation (Bessonova, 2002).

Instead, this classification is not correct, because, in our opinion, the difference
between denial and verbal noun can be defined as opposed to quantitative and qualitative
categories. In addition, A. Jespersen opposes the division of objections to the quantitative
and qualitative facts pointing to the discrepancy history of the language, while still inclined
to understand the objection as a quantitative category (Jespersen, 1964, p. 67).

Syntax classification O Jespersen is not associated with morphological.
By O. Jespersen, verbal objections generally not included in the classification of
objections, expressed as a negative prefix and suffix. So, verbal objections scientist
classifies separately (Jespersen, 1964, p. 79).

Among nouns and adjectives with negative evaluative semantics, it is necessary
to distinguish lexical units, which call negative feelings and emotions that feel the speaker
in relation to the recipient: English contemptible, despicable, disgusting, revolting,
unpleasant, detestable, hateful; as well as lexical units implementing any deviation from
the norm in the direction of a negative assessment of the identity of the addressee:
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English lazy, tactless, brutish, bitter, mean, plain, inhuman, nasty, infamous, rude, ugly,
insignificant, snotty, hopeless, foolish, cruel, stubborn, selfish, stupid, vain, boring,
unimportant, vile. Negative evaluation is closely intertwined with expressiveness and is its
integral component, along with emotional, logical enhancement and imagery. Expressive
loaded model as any of the sign, sold in speech, emotional function of this model revealed
by filling lexical analysis of content and contextual environment. Understanding
expressiveness as a structural reaction of syntax to the presence of emotions or a different
degree of their discovery involves the study of expressiveness at the syntactic level.
Expressiveness of grammatical models appears to change the syntactic structures when
comparing them with neutral designs. Expressive and neutral sentences, which are basic
for them.

In colloquial English, the stylistic inversion is realized in the following models:

1. Inversion of a value expressed by an adjective which takes the final position in
the sentence: E g. But it's a letter congratulatory!

2. Adverb type inversion: hardly, scarcely, no sooner, only, seldom, never,
particles of negative meaning, prepositions gives expression to the emotional color:
E. g. Never again, never again would he kill things (R. Aldington). Not only did he come
but he stayed for a long time. Never could he understand me.

3. Inversion of direct filling, which occupies the initial position: E.g. Awful
manners young Hopper has! (O. W. Plays).

Especially here it should be noted and structures in combination with the words
type fine, good, swell, excellent, precious, lovely, likely, much, which is preceded by an
indeterminate or zero article. For example: English a fine friend she turned out to be, the
children I'm raising! , not only did he come but he stayed for a long time. Never could he
understand me.

Opponents of syntactic classification objections are convinced that the analysis of
linguistic means of expressing objection should consider not only the syntactic features,
but also morphological. Hence, offering classified objections, primarily in the English
language in two principles:

1) morphological;

2) lexical and syntactic.

Morphological Classification of objections in modern English are realized through
the following means:

1) negative particle: not;

2) negative adverbs: never, nowhere, no how, no whither, neither;

3) negative pronouns: no, none, nothing, nobody, naughty, neither;

4) negative conjunctions: nor, nor ... nor, neither, neither ... nor, less, unless;

5) Negative affixes: suffix - less; prefix un-, in- with its options as a result of
assimilation dis-, non.
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Lexico-syntactic classification is represented by such means as:

1) negative word-sentence;

2) phrase negation;

3) verbal negations.

Lexico-syntactic classification updates the relationship between a negative and
affirmative values, including the emphasis on the opposition.

English language feature is that it odds-general objection can be expressed most
the different members of a sentence, not just a verb-predicate. Negative sentences with the
subject (nobody, nothing, none, no-one, etc.) are treated as general negation, despite the
fact that they predicate their form is affirmative. This specific feature of British objections
is relevant to the business of writing as one among functional styles of the English
language. The researchers say that in English common objection does not have to be
predicate; minor objections before the sentence could be partial and total (Shendels, 1979,
p. 125). Thus, the difference between total and partial negation in English has no
grammatical expression. In this regard of N. Bulakh notes that the lack of a clear grammar
means for expressing partial denial of the latter in some cases indistinguishable from
common objection without additional stylistic means, the most important of which are
opposing affirmative (Bulakh, 1957, p. 244). According to his N. Bulakh characteristic
indicator of general negative sentence is that it contains a negative pronoun or adverb
(nobody, nothing, never, etc.) verb as it remains formally affirmative:

Nothing in this Article shall be deemed to impair the right of the master of a ship
to require a seafarer to perform any hours of work necessary for the immediate safety of
the ship, persons on board or cargo, or for the purpose of giving assistance to other ships
or persons in distress at sea (Memorandum of agreement, 2014) (3amepedunuii migMeT
nothing, dbopmanbHo cTBepKyBansHui npucyaok shall be deemed to impair);

It is understood and agreed that nothing contained in this Agreement is intended
to or shall be construed as to restrict in any way the authority of the Master
[www.sur.ru/mft/cont] (negative subject nothing, formally affirmative predicate is intended
to or shall be construed).

A similar way of expressing general denial in business English and typical designs
of negative pronoun no:

No seafarer employed in the Deck or Engine departments who is 21 or over shall
be paid less than the equivalent rate of an ordinary seaman (Memorandum of agreement,
2014).

In this case the particle no objection relates directly to the subject, while the
predicate shall be paid is formally affirmative:

If no such vacancies exist, the lead teacher will be placed in the substitute pool in
the district they served in as a lead teacher (Memorandum of agreement, 2014) (Subject
negation no such vacancies, formal affirmative predicate exist).

The next text fragment common objection is ensured through the use of a negative
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pronoun no adverbial group consisting of, but not the subject. This verb, as in the above
text fragments, remains formally affirmative:

In no event, however, shall the number of days worked in any school year under
this work calendar be fewer than the number of days teachers would have worked had they
reported, as before, on the Friday after Labor Day and worked through the last weekday
in June (Memorandum of agreement, 2014).

However, note that no share can also be used for the partial denial
of the phenomenon, expressed noun or his substitute - the pronoun in the sentence in texts
written business communication:

If sufficient teachers do not choose a particular activity with any of their six
choices, the Principal will assign teachers to these activities on a rotational basis in
inverse seniority order with no teacher being involuntarily assigned to an administrative
activity for consecutive years (Memorandum of agreement, 2014).

As manifestations of partly negative meaning of pronoun no in English considers
it appropriate to examine cases of its use as a part of cliché and widespread within the
written business communication terms no more (than), no less (than), no later (than),
no earlier (than) , no later (than):

The hours of rest may be divided into no more than two periods, one of which
shall be at least 6 hours in length, and the interval between consecutive periods of rest
shall not exceed 14 hours (Memorandum of agreement, 2014);

The 37 minutes of the extended four (4) days per week shall be used for tutorials,
test preparation and/or small group instruction and will have a teacher student ratio of no
more than one to ten (Memorandum of agreement, 2014);

Each spring, but no later than April 15th, the principal shall meet to consult with
the Chapter Leader on the number of positions for each menu item (Memorandum of
agreement, 2014);

In single session schools, the day will start no earlier than 8:00am and end no
later than 3:45pm.

Teachers identified as being at risk of being excessed at the commencement of the
following school year will be informed of this no later than June 15, or as soon as is
practicable if identified as being at risk of excess after June 15. The deadlines for
excessing teachers will continue to be governed by applicable law (Memorandum
of agreement, 2014).

Objections at the site of action denies something that (to whom) directed
the action. This element can be denied to the concept of the object, expressed noun. Given
the peculiarities of the writing formal business-communication, the prioritized language
level of the actual categorical reflection of the “denial” archaism and the individual
expression of semantics in the material under study turned out to be grammatical.

The order is characterized by the desire of the speaker to force the listener to act
and it is provided with the social role of the speaker-author of the order and his position in
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relation to the listener. The objection is reaction to the speech act of the order. Consider the
following examples:
For Immediate Release
November 15, 2010
Tea Party Leaders Release Letter Urging House and Senate GOP to Avoid Social Issues

(Washington, D.C.) — Today, a group of Tea Party leaders and activists released
the following open letter to Rep. John Boehner (R-OH) and Sen. Mitch McConnell (R-KY).
The letter urges Republicans in Congress to avoid social issues and focus instead on issues
of economic freedom and individual liberty:

Dear Senator McConnell and Representative Boehner,

On behalf of limited government conservatives everywhere we write to urge you
and your colleagues in Washington to put forward a legislative agenda in the next
Congress that reflects the principles of the Tea Party movement.

Poll after poll confirms that the Tea Party’s laser focus on issues of economic
freedom and limited government resonated with the American people on Election Day.
The Tea Party movement galvanized around a desire to return to constitutional
government and against excessive spending, taxation and government intrusion into the
lives of the American people.

The Tea Party movement is a non-partisan movement, focused on issues of
economic freedom and limited government, and a movement that will be as vigilant with
a Republican-controlled Congress as we were with a Democratic-controlled Congress.

This election was not a mandate for the Republican Party, nor was it a mandate to
act on any social issue, nor should it be interpreted as a political blank check.

Already, there are Washington insiders and special interest groups that hope to
Co-opt the Tea Party’s message and use it to push their own agenda — particularly as it
relates to social issues. We are disappointed but not surprised by this development.
We recognize the importance of values but believe strongly that those values should be
taught by families and our houses of worship and not legislated from Washington, D.C.

We urge you to stay focused on the issues that got you and your colleagues elected
and to resist the urge to run down any social issue rabbit holes in order to appease the
special interests.

The Tea Party movement is not going away and we intend to continue to hold
Washington accountable.

Traditionally, the denial particle not refers to grammatical means of expressing an
objection, since, in its mediation, they form negative forms of auxiliary and main verbs.
A. Pashlavskaya sees the peculiarity of modern English denial in the obligatory
combination of particles with the auxiliary verb do in the analytic denial of the verb. In this
case, in English, the particle is not a means of implementing the categorical value of the
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objection at the syntactic level. It can stand in different positions to the verb, forming
a denial with it. For example: The products of the territory of one Party imported into the
territory of the other Party shall not be subject, directly or indirectly, to internal taxes
or other internal charges of any kind in excess of those applied, directly or indirectly, to
like domestic products. If sufficient teachers do not choose a particular activity with any
of their six choices, the Principal will assign teachers to these activities on a rotational
basis (Memorandum of agreement, 2014).

Conclusions. Within the English and Ukrainian languages are numerous
objections classification based on different criteria. These classifications reflect
the attempts of scientists to systematize and specify objections phenomenon in language.
The most common languages are in compared classification objections to the lexical and
syntactic principles can be seen as a manifestation of typological affinity of these
languages.

External informational and communicative influences: challenges for Ukraine

The aim of the article is to investigate the range of technologies used
by the Russian Federation against Ukraine and to find out which of them are particularly
effective and destructive as for today. The following methods were used for this study:
structurally-functional, empirical and comparative. This made it possible to find out the
peculiarities of propaganda influences on Ukrainian citizens and the essence of information
technologies used by the RF in recent years. It is concluded that the problem
of the information-manipulative technologies use by the Russian Federation in the process
of the Crimean peninsula annexation, “playing the master” in Donbas, and claims to the
Azov Sea are currently extremely relevant from the perspective of the negative effects and
their destructive influences on the consciousness of citizens in Ukraine and the world.
Moreover, significant attention should be pointed on this topic in the context of the hybrid
wars expansion. In the process of the Crimea annexation, Russia actively used a powerful
arsenal of manipulative information technologies and often achieved its results, namely:
destabilizing Ukrainian society, preventing the development of our state through
democratic modernization and conducting effective economic and social reforms.

It is concluded that today, at the time of an active development of the information
society, information and communication impacts become an important tool that can be
used both for the development of the state and the nation and for the manipulation and
destabilization of the enemy. For Ukraine, it is important to develop further information
technologies, national strategy, and IT sphere. In addition, it is crucial to restrict
all Russian propaganda media and concentrate on its own national interests. The best
defence against Russian manipulations should be the ability to think critically and filter
information that comes from any other sources.
